Egyptian Arabic transcript:

English translation:
With regards to women, or the lady in Egyptian society, we … you will find a lot of people … I mean you will find different classes, and different appearances. If you go out on the street, you can find a woman wearing a niqab,
 and someone walking next to her wearing short sleeves. And, also, you can find a veiled girl, and a girl wearing a big cross walking next to her. So there are different classes, different religions -- you find a lot of people who hang out together, and some other people who stay with the same people and who like to say, “I didn’t choose anyone else but them.” This is because there are very conservative people, and this conservatism is not a set of rules that they must follow, but it is usually something that they have gotten used to following and, they are now pushed to follow it. 
Regarding the Egyptian street, it is considered open … tolerant, and you find a lot of foreign shops, such as Hardees, McDonald’s -- the chains that are present everywhere abroad. And we can also say that there are a lot of religions in Egypt, and when you find a mosque, you will possibly find a church next to it.
