� Nadia Lutfti, an Egyptian actress who had a Polish mother, is a very famous actress of Egypt’s golden age of cinema. 





� Madiha Yousri is a famous Egyptian television and cinema actress. 





� Henri Barakat was an Egyptian filmmaker who was born in 1912 and made some of the best-known Egyptian movies. He died in 1997. 





� Youssef Chahine was one of the most prominent Egyptian film directors of the twentieth century, if not the most prominent. He was born in 1926 and died recently, in July 2008. He directed and sometimes acted in more than fifty critically-acclaimed movies, and he won numerous international awards for his work. He was awarded the 50th annual lifetime achievement award at the Cannes Film festival in 1997. 





� Dalia El Beheiry is an Egyptian actress who won Miss Egypt in 1990, and later went on to act in a series of movies in the 1990s and beginning of the twenty-first century.
