Most of the children of the Iraqi families live with their families after they get married. The family gives the couple a room, and they furnish it. The son gets married, and has a child and if his situation gets better, it is possible that he leaves his parents house. As for girls, it is impossible for a girl to live on her own, and comes and goes … no. Her parents take full responsibility of her. They take her out, bring her everything she needs … clothing, personal needs … it is possible for her to go visit her friends … but, we don’t have a girl who leaves the house when she’s 18 and lives independently … no we don’t have that. 
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
