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On Creation
English translation:
First of all, Allah the Almighty… after creating this world… on this world, I mean every creature on this world is created by God. Everything, I mean the sky, the earth, umm… the sea, the ocean, water, trees, everything, everything is something that God created. Umm.… The angels, there are angels that we cannot see with our eyes. I mean, Allah the Almighty said to these angels that “I will create humans, the caliph of the earth; I mean I will create the mankind”…. Umm…. Then… Allah the Almighty created mankind; I mean he created Adam, alayhi wa sallam [May Allah bless him]. The substance of Adam,  alayhi wa sallam, I mean, what’s Adam, alayhi was sallam, made out of? Out of soil… umm.… And the soul, Allah the Almighty has… given the soul from his side. He created Adam, alayhi wa sallam, and then… umm… out of his one thing, one rib bone he created the mother Eve. The Adam, alayhi wa sallam, is created out of soil, and Eve is created out of Adam’s, alayhi wa sallam, ribcage. 
Then, you see… umm… then the children had started to reproduce. They were together… living as married in heaven. But… umm … when in heaven, Allah the Almighty introduced the enemy of mankind, the devil, alayhi allanet [May the curse be upon him], … he said to Adam, alayhi wa sallam,  “this is your enemy, be aware of him and stay away from him. Umm.… You can eat from anything in heaven except from a tree,” he warned them. But, umm…. The devil, alayhi allanet, really will always be our enemy until doomsday. Umm… he did what he did… in short, he misled them. I mean, from that tree…. Allah the Almighty banned eating from that tree. Umm… he [the devil] deceived them; he made them eat from that tree. After eating from that tree, since they were rebellious against God, Allah the Almighty kicked them out of heaven -- to where? To Earth. Indeed, mankind was supposed to fill the surface of the earth; you see, this was another excuse for it. They came to, came down to Earth. Allah the Almighty dropped them down here. Umm…. They looked for each other for three hundred years. He dropped one of them to the other side, to India, the other to current Mecca. They looked for each other for three hundred years. After three hundred years they found each other and they were united. And then mankind started to come into the world, to reproduce. Umm… for them, Allah the Almighty, picked Adam, alayhi wa sallam, as a prophet; he was the prophet. 
You see… umm… mankind has come to this world by reproduction until the time of Noah, alayhi wa sallam. In the times of Noah, alayhi wa sallam, he was a prophet as well, one of the great prophets of Allah. During the Noah’s times, alayhi wa sallam, people had become deranged…. Umm… then, in addition to not obeying God’s rules, umm…they didn’t accept the prophethood of Noah, aleyhi wa sallam. Then, Allah the Almighty said to Noah, alayhi wa sallam, “you go build an ark and admit only the people who believe in you and who believe in God to that ark; fill it up. And also take pairs of animals.” Noah, alayhi wa sallam, took everyone who believed in him after he built the ark. They were on board, and he also took the pairs of animals, filled the ark up, and then the Earth was flooded. I mean the whole world was under the water. You see, the ark of Noah, alayhi wa sallam, was above the water and wandered around for six whole months. After six months the waters were cleared and Noah’s, aleyhi wa sallam, ark came; [it] settled on the top of the current Mount Ararat. And then those people were happy that they survived the flood and that they were on land. Then they were distributed all over the world. So if the first father of mankind is Adam, alayhi wa sallam, then the second father of mankind is Noah, alayhi wa sallam. Because, meanwhile, there were tons of people [not on the ark] who died, except for the ones in the ark. 
And then… umm… once again humankind reproduced, multiplied. You see, I mean… from those times up until now Allah the Almighty has picked a prophet for people among them so that they can start to act straight, I mean, obey the rules that God imposed -- obey God, obey the prophet. You see, the prophets … according to what our historians say, we had 124 prophets starting from Adam, alayhi wa sallam, up until Muhammed, alayhi wa sallam. 
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
