It is just meat cooked alone with no vegetables or anything, just meat alone… As you can see, it is very oily because the goat, ma sha’ Allah
, was very fat.
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� Ma sha’ Allah: Praise God (literally: “What Allah willed”): An Arabic expression generally used when mentioning a personal attribute or event which is considered a blessing, such as a person’s beauty or the birth of a baby. The traditional sense is to protect what is being complimented from the “evil eye” by attributing the source of the blessing to God.
