Zulu Transcript: 

Z: Njengoba ungumuntu omusha, ucabanga ukuthi yini ongakhona ukuziyenza khona manje ukushintsha umphakathi wakho?

J: Engakuwenza khona manje ukuthi ngibenezintanga zami ezingafundanga ngikwazi ukubanceda ngibafundise lezinto engizifundayo mina esikoleni kuze nabo babe nalelothuba lokuphumelela ezimpilweni zabo. Ngihambe ama-charity maybe, ngikwazi ukubanceda abantwana abancane abasebanganabazali... i’ndlela ezinjalo.

Z: Wake wahamba wayonceda abantwana?

J: Yebo, ngikengabanceda – ngaya lapha eCotlands – indawo yabantwana abancane abanganabazali futhi abaphethwe yisifo se-HIV and AIDS. Ngaya lapha ngabona ukuthi kubuhlungu kanjani ukuthi labantwana abanabazali futhi bayagula. Ngalokho ngabona empilweni kukhona izinto ezimmele uziyenze ukuze ungafiki kuleyo ndlela leyo.
English Translation:
Z: As a young person, do you think there are things you can do right now to change your community?

J: What I can do right now is to be with my peers who aren’t in school, and help them, and teach them the things I am learning in school, so that they, too, can succeed in life. I can go to charities maybe, so that I can help the small children who have no parents... Things like that.

Z: Have you ever gone to help children?

J: Yes, I have helped them before; I went to Cotlands, a place for small children who have no parents who also have HIV and AIDS. I went there, and I saw how painful it is that these children have no parents and they are sick. In that way, I saw that in life there are things that you need to do so that you don’t end up like that [infected with HIV/AIDS].                                                                            
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
