English translation: 
Boy: Tsumo is a way of talking to a person indirectly. A person has to understand what the proverb means. So if the person does not understand what a person has said, then one can not explain what it means.  What is the name in English again?

Girl: Proverbs.

Boys: Proverbs. Yes. So a person has to explain what it means first. 
Girl: For example, roasting [on an open fire] calls for a mother’s experience; a child just puts the fire out.
B: What does that mean?
