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Lifestyle Differences from Town
English translation: 
They do … mmm a child who grows up in the rural areas, as compared to a child raised in town, in these urban areas that we refer to as ‘the town’. Children grow up; they will be different. The rural children are raised rearing goats and cows. They practice farming. They do not buy most of the food that they eat; they farm. So because of their [the rural children’s] lifestyle, you can tell that the way of life is different. The town children buy [their food]; they pay rent for the houses in which they live. At the end of each month [they pay for] electricity, water, and all other utilities. But those who live in the rural areas do not have to pay all that. 
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
