(man: Ok, number 1 and number 30, one portion each.)
Christian: Yes.
(man: Would you like to order drinks?)
Christian: No, nothing to drink.
(man: It'll be 12 Marks and 50.)
Christian: And how long will it take?
(man: delivery is about 20 minutes)
Christian: Ok, thanks. Bye!"
