Seller: 1000, eggplant 1000, peppers 500, 1000, tomatoes 1000, 2000, eggplant (a pale yellow variety, literally named: 'did not touch the sun') 500, dark colored peppers, 500. 
Customer: Please, what is â€˜ansÉ”wiaâ€™?
Seller: Please, that is this type of eggplant.
Customer: Eggplantâ€¦ I see.
Seller: 'SosÉ”anhwene' is also 500.
Customer: And whatâ€™s that?
Seller: Itâ€™s very bitter. When youâ€™re sick you can take it.
Customer: What is it used for?
Seller: Itâ€™s used to prepare food when you have a fever. This is 'kÉ”nansosÉ”' (another herb), and these are onions.
