And if you put on too much weight also, that’s obesity, and that’s also a disease in itself. Do you see? So, it should not be taken excessively, at least for a week or even three days, and it will give you a good appetite. But it’s not specifically a blood fortifier as such, to give you more blood or anything. 
Customer: So do you have some in stock? 
Pharmacist: Yes, we do. 
Customer: And how much is it? 
Pharmacist: It’s 20,500. 
Customer: 20,500? 
Pharmacist: Yeah.
