Pharmacist: This one would be good (Literally, „This one…„. In Japan, often one doesn't finish a sentence when the meaning is obvious.) 
Customer: Oh, okay. How much is it?
Pharmacist: Uh…580 yen.
Customer: Okay. Can I have this?
Pharmacist: Sure. Uh..it comes to 609 with the tax.
Customer: Okay…okay…
Pharmacist: Here you go. That's from 1000 yen so your change is 391. Here you go. 
Customer: Thank you.
Pharmacist: Thanks. Thank you very much."
