"Thomas: Habari Fidelis?
Fidelis: Mzuri sana. Habari yako?
Thomas: Mzuri. Sasa unafanya nini?
Fidelis: Mimi nafua nguo.
Thomas: Unafua nguo nyumbani?
Fidelis: Eh.
Thomas: Sasawa (sawa sawa).
Fidelis: Jinsi ya kufua nguo, unachukua nguo zile chafu, kwanza unaziseparate unaweka kwa (katika) maji.
Thomas: Unaweka kwa maji? Sasawa (sawa sawa).
Fidelis: Unaongezea sabuni, unaweza kutumia sabuni ya kipande kupaka. Ukimaliza kupaka unaweza kusugua ili uchafu utoke.
Thomas: Okay.
Fidelis: Unasugua mpaka uchafu wote unaisha.
Thomas: Sawasawa. Ama unaweza kutumia Omo, naona kuna Omo hapo?
Fidelis: Eh, Omo ninaweza kutumia.
Thomas: Unapima kiasi yenye unaweza kutumia.
FIdelis: Halafu unaongezea kwa maji.
Thomas: Unaongezea kwa maji ili nguo ziweze kung’ala (kung’ara).
Fidelis: Ukitoa kwa maji chafu, unaweka kwa maji ingine (mengine) safi.
Thomas: Naona.
Fidelis: Sasa hiyo kwa maji safi…
Thomas: Inatoa hiyo sabuni.
FIdelis: Eh, hutoa sabuni. Ukitoa hapo kwa maji safi, unaweza kuweka kwa ingine (nyingine) safi ndiyo uende kuanikia. Unaweza kutumia hii.
Thomas: Kwa hivyo ukienda (utaenda) kuanikia nje kwa jua (juani) ili zikauke?
Fidelis: Eh.
Thomas: Sawa sawa. Haya, asante sana Fidelis.
Fidelis: Okay."


English translation:
"Thomas: How are you, Fidelis?
Fidelis: Very well. How are you?
Thomas: Well. Now, what are you doing?
Fidelis: I am washing clothes.
Thomas: You are washing clothes at home?
Fidelis: Yes.
Thomas: Okay.
Fidelis: The way to wash clothes is: you take the dirty clothes, and first put them in the water.
Thomas: You put them in the water? Okay.
Fidelis: You add the soap. You can use bar soap.
When you finish using the soap, you scrub so that the dirt comes out.
Thomas: Okay.
Fidelis: You scrub until all the dirt is out. 
Thomas: Or you can use Omo. I see you have Omo there.
Fidelis: Yes, I can use Omo.
Thomas: You measure the amount that you want to use. 
Fidelis: Then you add it to the water.
Thomas: You add it to the water so that the clothes become clean.
Fidelis: When you remove them from the dirty water, you put them in some other clean water.
Thomas: I see.
Fidelis: Now those in the clean water…
Thomas: It removes the soap?
Fidelis: Yes, it removes the soap. When you remove it from the clean water, you can put it in another clean basin so that you can go and hang them. You can use this one.
Thomas: So will you go hang them outside in the sun to dry?
Fidelis: Yes.
Thomas: Okay. Thank you very much, Fidelis.
Fidelis: Okay."
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
