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"The Christmas Carp"

Slovak transcript:
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English translation:
"Martin: So, this is a carp from Slovak ponds. They raise them in both the Czech and the Slovak Republic. Fishery is a tradition in Slovakia because carp is a typical Christmas dish. It is bought alive. A moment ago it was in the bathtub, and now we've got to kill it. So it is, in fact, a kind of Christmas sacrifice, and one has to accept it. 
Carp is a typical scaly fish. That means we have to clean it. We clean it from the tail against the scales, and in this way the scales come off beautifully. We have a tradition that we normally keep one scale as a keepsake for luck. It is kept for the whole year until the following Christmas. 
And at the holiday table, the fried, breaded carp looks like this."
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Martin: Tak, toto je kapor zo slovenskych rybnikov; to sa v Ceskej aj
Slovenskej Republike chova; je to tradicia rybarstvo na Slovensku, lebo
kapor je typické vianocné jedlo. Kupuje sa zivy; mali sme ho pred chvilou
vo vani, no a teraz ho musime zabit. Takze je to viastne taka vianoéna
obeta, a Clovek sa s tym musi vysporiadat’.

Kapor je typicka Supinata ryba; to znamena ze musime ho ogistit;
ho od chvosta proti Supinam, a takto viastne sa krasne tie $upiny ogistia, a
mame taku tradiciu Ze jednu takuto Supinku si oby&ajne nechame na
pamiatku pre $tastie. Cely rok sa uchovava do dalSich Vianoc.

No a pri sldvnostnom stole ten kapor potom vyprazeny vyzera takto.
