Assignments for Independent Study

· Review BCST, Lesson 2, Sections A1-A4.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues.
· Practice the vocative case when addressing people. Try addressing people using the vocative case. Do note that sometimes there is a difference between C and S vocatives when applied to first names (i.e. in C some domestic and most foreign names remain in the nominative case, for example Tarik or Michael, while in S you might encounter examples such as Tariče or Majkle.) If you are studying B, you can use either, but make sure you are consistent throughout. Consult Appendix 325 for examples of male and female names.
· Practice the accusative case. Accusative case denotes an active object in a sentence. Try coming up with examples of sentences with an object in BCS (for example, Marko čita knjigu. Azra piše pismo.) Practice making a distinction between a noun in the accusative case and the nominative case, since nouns in neuter or in some instances masculine form, usually have the same ending in both cases. Make sure to review the short forms of object pronouns when they are in the accusative case.

· Practice recognizing the two different verbal aspects of BCS. BSC has two different verbs denoting two different verbal ideas. One form denotes a single action which was either completed or is to be completed and it is called “perfective”, while the other refers to a repeated action or a single ongoing action and it’s called “imperfective”. Try and find verbs in both verbal aspects sharing the same root, i.e. kupiti and kupovati. Practice distinguishing the two. Make sure to note that not all verbs have the same or any suffix for the imperfective, so for instance učiti is already in the imperfective; its perfective form is naučiti. In some cases, verbs in imperfective only have their perfective equivalent in the past tense, such as doručkovati, doručkujem (“to have breakfast”), whose perfective is doručkovao sam (I had breakfast). Practice the conjugation of verbs ending in –ovati. Be prepared to be able to do this correctly on your own.
· Practice the verb moći (“to be able to”) provided in Section A4. Practice giving short answers to direct questions using this verb, such as Može li Stephen vježbati u utorak? Možeš li kupiti onu plavu knjigu?
· Practice proper use of possessive adjectives ending with –ski/ški/čki. Make sure to remember that all adjectives ending with –ski/ški/čki are written in small letters except when they are at the beginning of a sentence or are a part of a name, including possessive adjectives which denote belonging to a place, such as američki (“American”), sarajevsko (“from Sarajevo”) or niška (“from Niš”). Practice using possessive adjectives ending with –ski/ški/čki together with nouns, for example nemački magazin, francuska gramatika, engleski jezik, hrvatsko pismo.
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet by compiling an alphabetical list of all words from Lesson 1 in alphabetical order. Bring this list to your session.
· Review BCST, Lesson 2, Section A3.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues. 

· Work through exercises B1-B7 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. 

· Work through exercises C1-C3 and C5 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  

· Geography Lesson: Check your knowledge of capital cities of former Yugoslav states. Try and find out more about other large cities in those countries (for example, Mostar, Banja Luka and Tuzla in Bosnia and Herzegovina, Split, Rijeka and Osijek in Croatia, Novi Sad, Kragujevac and Niš in Serbia, Nikšić and Cetinje in Montenegro). Wikipedia could be a good starting place for your research.

Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B6 in your conversation session. 

· Be prepared to role play a conversation in which one person comes into a store at a specific time of day in order to buy something (i.e. stationery or a pet). Use your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary in order to describe your planned purchase, as well as appropriate greetings and politeness formulas.

· Be prepared to role play a situation in which two students discuss their knowledge of foreign languages.

· Be prepared to look at photos of various objects and describe them using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary.
· Be prepared to identify samples of language use provided by your conversation partner as typical of Bosnian, Croatian, and/or Serbian usage. 

· Be prepared to name places on a regional map.

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 2, Sections A1-A4. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using. 

· Any loose ends that you need to attend to before moving on?  Do you have any questions or confusions that did not get answered in your tutorial or conversation session?  Any grammar points you still need to work on? Were you comfortable with the role plays and activities in your conversation session? Do you need to put anything on your list for extra practice or help?
