Assignments for Independent Study
Asking Questions about Relations between People and Objects in BCS
· Study BCST Lesson 3, Section A4. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections.  
· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 3, Section A4 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement without consulting your textbook. Try to distinguish Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian words in that dialogue.
· Practice using the interrogative pronominal adjectives koji, čiji, kakav and sav. Review the grammar point in Section A4 on the use of interrogative pronominal adjectives. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice asking questions using these adjectives, i.e. Čija je ovo sveska? Koje su tvoje olovke? Kakav je ovo pas? Jesu li sve novine tvoje? as well as answering these questions, for example To je Jasonova sveska. Sve plave olovke su moje. Ovaj pas je mali. Write out at least five two-line dialogues using interrogative pronominal adjectives. Bring them to your session.
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try writing down the alphabet in dictionary order, providing an example from this week’s vocabulary where possible.
End-of-Chapter Exercises
· Work through exercises B1-B7 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. Practice by writing out exercises B4, B5 and B7. Bring those to your session.
· Work through exercises C1-C3 and C5 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  You should eventually become familiar with all forms, but for now choose to use only one form (B, C, or S) for your written assignments.
· Geography Lesson: Look up answers to questions in this section. Try and find out more about other major rivers in former Yugoslav countries (i.e. Drava, Kupa and Korana in Croatia, Una, Vrbas, Bosna, and Neretva in Bosnia and Herzegovina, Tisa, Morava, Ibar and Tamiš in Serbia, Lim, Piva, Tara and Morača in Montenegro). Wikipedia could be a good starting place for your research.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out exercises C1, C2, C3, and C5. After doing the exercises on your own, consult the online answer key to assess your own work. Mark your corrections. If you have trouble with an exercise, do it over again on another day. Bring both versions to hand in.   
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 3, Section A4.
· Review sound shifts in nominative plural. Review the grammar point in Section A4 on the sound shift in nominative plural of masculine nouns ending in –k, -g, or –h. Please note that monosyllable masculine nouns ending in –k, -g or –h do not follow this rule. Their plural is made by adding the suffix –ovi, for example plug-plugovi, luk-lukovi, duh-duhovi.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Find five examples masculine nouns that undergo a sound shift in plural. Use each of them in at least two sentences (10 sentences total).
Vocabulary Practice 

· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 3, Section A4. 

· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks.

· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B7 in your conversation session.
