Assignments for Independent Study
Expressing Ownership in BCS
· Study BCST Lesson 4, Section A2. Read the section and listen to the audio. Practice repeating after the speakers. Pause the audio player to allow time to repeat. Also practice supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Optionally, you should listen to the Bosnian, Croatian, and Serbian forms of the dialogue so that you become familiar with each. You may choose which form to practice and use in your conversation sessions, but you should eventually be able to recognize all three forms. You should be prepared to practice similar dialogues in your conversation session.
· Practice using possessive pronominal adjectives formed from a person’s name. Review the grammar point regarding possessive adjectives formed from a name. Practice using it in question sentences, i.e. Je li ovo Markova knjiga? and answering the same questions affirmatively and negatively, for example Da, to je Markova knjiga. or Ne, to nije Markova knjiga, to je Amirina knjiga. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, try expanding on these questions and answers, i.e. Je li ova plava knjiga Markova? Ne, ta plava knjiga nije Markova. Ta plava knjiga je Ninina.Write 10 examples (2 sentences each) and bring them to your session.
· Practice expressions of ownership by talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.
· Prepare for your conversation session and tutorial by practicing the dialogue exchanges out loud.

His and Hers (and Its)
· Review the grammar notes under the dialogue section in Lesson 4, Section A2.  Pay special attention to the section ‘Short form adjectives in the genitive case’. Please note that, although the textbook states differently, these short forms are very rarely if ever used in Bosnian and Serbian. In Croatian, they are representative of the grammar and vocabulary shift that took place in the 1990s, after a push by linguists to further differentiate Croatian from Bosnian and especially Serbian. Make sure you ask your mentor for further information on this issue.
· Listen to the children’s song Jednog dana rešio moj tata by Dragan Laković. Although in Serbian, this song is a part of a collection of classic childen's songs that are well-known and held in high regard throughout the region. For homework, copy the entire lyrics found under the “Show more” tab beneath the YouTube video. Underline all instances of pronouns. Circle all instances of possesive pronouns. Bring this to your session. Be prepared to discuss the use of adjectives and possesive pronouns in BCS.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write three dialogues of your own similar to those in Lesson 4, Section A2. Bring your homework and any questions regarding the assignment to your tutorial session. The dialogues should each be at least 8 lines long.   
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 4, Section A2.
· Review the use of genitive case. Read the grammar point on p. 50 on uses of genitive case. Write five sentences using each of these prepositions: iz, kod, ima, nema (20 sentences total). Bring those to your tutorial.
· Study nouns to which syllables are added in the plural. Review the grammar point in Section A2 regarding masculine monosyllabic nouns which follow this rule. Try changing nouns like drug, otac, film from singular to plural. Do note that there are some exceptions which you will have to learn by heart, such as pas and dan. Write 10 sentences in the present tense using nouns to which syllables are added in the plural. Make sure to take a look at BCSG, Sections 32e and 32h for further examples of these nouns. Bring these sentences to your tutorial.
· Review the genitive forms of pronouns in BCS. Note that the genitive forms of all personal pronouns apart from the feminine singular are the same as their accusative forms. The full forms of third person singular pronouns are: njega, nje, onoga. Create five sentences using the genitive form of pronouns. Bring those to zour tutorial.
· Study turning questions into statements. Read the grammar point on p. 50. Make sure to note that you can answer questions by giving a direct answer, i.e. Tvoja knjiga je na stolu, by giving a long form answer, i.e. Znam gdje je tvoja knjiga. Eto je na stolu. or by expressing a lack of knowledge on the subject, i.e. Ne znam gdje je tvoja knjiga. Practice turning questions into answers by answering the following questions: Kako se ja zovem? Gdje je moj brat? Koliko godina je tvojoj sestri? Kakve filmove volite? Kad je naše predavanje BHS-a? offering an answer in long form. Bring those answers to your tutorial.
Vocabulary Practice 

· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 4, Section A2. 
· Write a dialogue using all of the words listed in the box above the dialogue section on p. 49. Bring that dialogue to your session.

· Be prepared to recite the alphabet and spell aloud in BCS.
