· “Food Shopping”

Assignments for Independent Study
Buying, Eating and Sharing Food
· Review BCST Lesson 4, Section A3. Read the section and listen to the audio. Practice repeating after the speakers. Pause the audio player to allow time to repeat. Also practice supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Optionally, you should listen to the Bosnian, Croatian, and Serbian forms of the dialogue so that you become familiar with each. You may choose which form to practice and use in your conversation sessions, but you should eventually be able to recognize all three forms. 
· Review the list of BCS food-related words and phrases found on the WikiTravel page for each specific language under Phrase list: Eating. Pay close attention to the vocabulary and phrases used to order or purchase food.
· Review the vocabulary and phrases on LangMedia Croatian in Croatia/Serbian in Serbia, “Food Shopping.” Think about your favorite meal – what are the ingredients? Write a shopping list in BCS and bring it to your session. 

· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 4, Section A3 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement without consulting the textbook. You should be prepared to practice similar dialogues in your conversation session. 

· Prepare for your conversation session and tutorial by practicing the dialogue exchanges out loud.

· Practice talking about food by talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.

· Practice role playing various situations where people offer each other different types of food.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, write three dialogues (two informal, one formal) where one person in food shopping. Write one additional dialogue where two people are food shopping and discussing what and what not to buy. Bring those to your tutorial.
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 4, Section A3.
· Review the use of partitive genitive. Make sure to note that partitive genitive is used to denote that an undefined amount of something, as in some, a little of, a part of, etc. Write ten sentences using partitive genitive to offer someone a part of something. Bring those to your session.
· Review the grammar point on p.52 regarding masculine names ending in -a. Note that those names when changed into different cases take on feminine noun suffixes, i.e. Vidiš li Nikolu? (Vidiš li Anu?) Nema Alije. (Nema Marije.) etc. Write ten sentences using masculine names ending in –a in cases other than nominative. Bring those to your session.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, come up with at least ten sentences using tri and četiri (five for each). Bring those to your session.
Vocabulary Practice 

· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 3, Section A3. 

· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks. 
Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to recite the alphabet and spell aloud in BCS. 

· Be prepared to write out a short dictation based on BCST Lesson 4, Section A3.
· Be prepared to recognize food items in an image shown to you by your mentor.
· Be prepared to role play various situations where people offer each other different types of food
· Be prepared to role play various situations where people go food shopping. Be prepared to take on the role of the grocer and of the customer. 
· Be prepared to identify samples of language use provided by your conversation partner as typical of Bosnian, Croatian, and/or Serbian usage. Be prepared to be able to identify names of places or people written phonetically.
Homework for Tutorial

· Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, write three dialogues (two informal, one formal) where one person in food shopping. Write one additional dialogue where two people are food shopping and discussing what and what not to buy. Bring those to your tutorial. 
· Think about your favorite meal – what are the ingredients? Write a shopping list in BCS and bring it to your session.
· Write ten sentences using masculine names ending in –a in cases other than nominative. Bring those to your session.
· Write ten sentences using partitive genitive to offer someone a part of something. Bring those to your session.
· Study Hint: When writing a dialogue, you should consider using as much of your new vocabulary as you can. Try to incorporate words and phrases from LangMedia and other sources listed in the study guides and not just those from textbook dialogues.
