Assignments for Independent Study
Pointing Things Out
· Study BCST Lesson 4, Section A4. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections.  
· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 4, Section A4 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement without consulting your textbook. Try to distinguish Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian words in that dialogue.
· Practice using pointer words in BCS. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice the use of pointer words evo (“here he/she/it is, here they are”) and eno (“there he/she/it is, there they are”),i.e. Evo one plave knjige koju si tražio. or Eno Samira i Saše. Write ten sentences using pointer words (five for evo and five for eno). Bring those to your session.
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try writing down the alphabet in dictionary order, providing an example from this week’s vocabulary where possible.
End-of-Chapter Exercises
· Work through exercises B1-B8 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. Practice by writing out exercises B2, B4, B5 and B7. Bring those to your session.
· Work through exercises C1-C3 and C5 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  You should eventually become familiar with all forms, but for now choose to use only one form (B, C, or S) for your written assignments.
· Geography lesson: learn the place names on p. 61 and be prepared to point out where each place is on the map in your conversation session. Read the accompanying text in BCS. 
· Study tips: Please note that, after the signing of the Dayton Peace Accord, Bosnia and Herzegovina was administratively divided into two entities: the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina, which spreads across 51% of the territory, and the Republika Srpska, which covers 49% of the territory. It might be important to note that there are no physical borders between the two entities and that this division is purely on the map. Also note that this division is a consequence of political decisions made during the Bosnian War, 1992-1995. This in turn means that, in practice, people from Bosnia and Herzegovina will rarely refer to the entities themselves, and will more often refer to certain geographic parts of Bosnia and Herzegovina instead, such as Bosnia, Herzegovina, Eastern Bosnia, Krajina, etc. Also, the Republika Srpska is here erroneously translated as “The Republic of Srpska” (the entity in question is not a republic). You might want to keep it in mind due to the sensitive nature of Bosnia and Herzegovina’s recent history.

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out exercises C1, C2, C3, C5 and C7. After doing the exercises on your own, consult the online answer key to assess your own work. Mark your corrections. If you have trouble with an exercise, do it over again on another day. Bring both versions to hand in.   
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 4, Section A4.
· Practice the verb conjugation of unpredictable verbs jesti, piti and uzeti. After reviewing the grammar point on p. 54, practice using these verbs in sentences, for example: Jedeš li meso? Ne, ja ne jedem meso. or Pijete li vino? Da, pijemo vino. Practice using the verbs jesti, piti and uzeti by creating nine two-line question and answer dialogues (three for each verb). Bring those to your session.
· Study the use of prepositions used with words in the genitive case. Review the grammar note on p. 54 regarding the use of specific prepositions followed by nouns or adjectives in the genitive case. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice the use of od and do, for example, Radim zadaću od ponedjeljka do petka. or Subotom putujem od grada do sela. Practice the use of sa and na+noun in the accusative, i.e. Otišla sam s filma na izložbu. 
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write ten sentences using the od-do construction. Bring these to your tutorial.
Vocabulary Practice 

· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 3, Section A4. 

· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks.

· Be prepared to write out a short dictation based on BCST Lesson 4, Section A4.
· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B8 in your conversation session.
· Be prepared to name places on a regional map and to discuss the geography of Bosnia and Herzegovina.
