Assignments for Independent Study
Use of the Locative Case
· Study BCST Lesson 6, Sections A1 and A2. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections.  
· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 6, Sections A1 and A2 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement. Try to distinguish Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian words in that dialogue. 
· Practice the locative case. Carefully read the grammar points on the locative case and the usage of the locative case on pp. 80 and 83. Practice using the specific endings for appropriate genders in singular and plural. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice using the locative to denote your location, i.e. Mi smo u našem malom gradu. or Ona je htjela da živi u svom selu. 
· Study Hint: Make sure you understand the difference in meaning when prepositions denoting location – u and na – are used with a noun in the accusative vs. a noun in the locative, for example, Idem na fakultet vs. Ja sam na fakultetu or Idem u kafanu vs. Ja sam u kafani. Remember that the preposition+noun in the accusative formula denotes motion (“I’m going to the café”) while the preposition+noun in the locative formula denotes location (“I’m at the café”). Memorize the appropriate nouns for u and na. Also note that certain nouns can be used with either of the two, but that their meaning will change accordingly.

· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try writing down the alphabet in dictionary order, providing an example from this week’s vocabulary where possible.
Expressing Dates in BCS
· Review the expressions for time. Note that the formula for an event that falls on a specific month is u+name of the month in the locative. Practice using this formula to express a future event, for example Imam ispit u martu. or Njena izložba je u decembru. Also review the rules for denoting a duration of time or an event that began in the bast but still goes on and the appropriate grammar rules. Practice using this form of expressing time, e.g. Učim srpski mesec dana. Vježbam već dvije godine. 
· Practice the use of ordinal numbers to express dates. Review the grammar point on p. 83. Make note that ordinal numbers follow the same grammar rules as adjectives. Combine the ordinal numbers with names of months in BCS to express specific dates, e.g.. Danas je petnaesti mart. Sutra je prvi ožujak. Practice using this formula by writing out at least ten dates (your birthday, your best friend’s birthday, today’s date, etc.). Bring those to your session.
· Review the basic phrases used to tell time found on the WikiTravel page for each specific language under Phrase list: Time, Clock Time and Days. 
· Practice telling time by talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.

· Practice role playing various situations where two people discuss a future event (i.e. travel plans or an exam) for your conversation session.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write three dialogues – one formal, two informal – where two people discuss the contents of a classroom (furniture, misc. items, etc.). You will be asked to act them out orally during your tutorial, so practice reading the lines for both participants in the dialogues. The dialogues should each be at least 10 lines long.   
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 6, Sections A1 and A2.
· Review the irregular plurals. Make sure to read the grammar point on nouns that are in the plural, but are used with the singular meaning, such as vrata and kola. Make sure you understand the difference between these and uncountable nouns such as voće. In addition, read the grammar point in BCSG, pp. 103 and 104 on nouns with plural form but singular meaning. For practice, find at least five examples of nouns with plural form and singular meaning, and use each one in a sentence. Bring those to your session.
· Review the introduction to past tense. After reading the grammar points in BCST, p. 82 and BCSG 69, pp. 92-93, use your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary to practice the use of verbs biti and dati in past tense, e.g. U utorak smo bili u školi. Jesi li dala olovku Marku ili Snežani? Nisam bio dobro u četvrtak, i zato dva dana nisam išao na fakultet. Write at least ten sentences in present tense, and then rewrite them in past tense. Bring them to your session.
· Review the verbal usage in BCS. Read the grammar point on p. 83 on the verbal usage in BCS. Make sure to carefully review the part on active vs. passive sentences. Use the particle se and your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary to practice turning active sentences into passive ones, e.g. Ja čitam knjigu. Knjiga se čita. or Gledamo film na predavanju. Na predavanju se gleda film. Write out ten sentences using the particle se to create passive sentences.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, write out ten sentences using the particle se to create passive sentences. Use the examples in your textbook and the examples above as your starting point.
Vocabulary Practice 

· Listen to and memorize the vocabulary and phrases on LangMedia Croatian in Croatia/Serbian in Serbia, “Calendar.”  You should be able to understand and use them effortlessly and within the appropriate context by the time of your conversation session.
· Study Hint: Bosnian language students can choose to review videos for either of the two languages. However, keep in mind that Bosnian more commonly features Serbian variants for names of the months, while it more commonly uses Croatian variants for days of the week. Also, it is important to note that certain words and phrases in Croatian might be less commonly used in Bosnian. Make sure to ask your mentor about these differences during this week’s session.
· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.   
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 6, Sections A1 and A2. 
· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks.

· Be prepared to write out a short dictation based on BCST Lesson 6, Sections A1 and A2.
· Be prepared to tell the date your tutor points to on a calendar in your session 
· Be prepared to role play scenarios various situations where two people discuss a future event (i.e. travel plans or an exam) for your conversation session. Be ready to take on a variety of different ages, social stations and genders.
Homework for Tutorial

· Write three dialogues – one formal, two informal – where two people discuss the contents of a classroom (furniture, misc. items, etc.). You will be asked to act them out orally during your tutorial, so practice reading the lines for both participants in the dialogues. The dialogues should each be at least 10 lines long.    
· Practice using this formula by writing out at least ten dates (your birthday, your best friend’s birthday, today’s date, etc.). Bring those to your session.
· Find at least five examples of nouns with plural form and singular meaning, and use each one in a sentence. Bring those to your session.
· Write at least ten sentences in present tense, and then rewrite them in past tense. Bring them to your session.

· Study Hint: When writing a dialogue, you should consider using as much of your new vocabulary as you can. Try to incorporate words and phrases from LangMedia and other sources listed in the study guides and not just those from textbook dialogues.
