Assignments for Independent Study
Using Dative to Express the Indirect Object, Feelings or States in BCS
· Study BCST Lesson 6, Section A3. Read the whole section, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogue and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue section.  
· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 6, Section A3 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement. Try to distinguish Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian words in that dialogue. 
· Practice the use of the dative case. Carefully review the grammar points on p. 85 on the dative case and the dative case of personal pronouns. Review and memorize the table on p. 85 regarding the full forms and clitic forms of personal pronouns. Using your knowledge of BCS vocabulary and grammar, practice using the dative form to express the indirect object, e.g. Šaljem slike prijatelju. Pravim ručak mami i tati. or to express feelings or states, e.g. Hladno mi je. Vruće joj je.
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try writing down the alphabet in dictionary order, providing an example from this week’s vocabulary where possible.
Word Order in BCS
· Review the grammar note on p. 86 regarding word order in BCS. 
· Note that clitics in BCS must occur in a strict order. Worldet li used in questions comes after either the worldet da or the full form of the verb, i.e. Jesi li ti student? or Da li si ti student? Clitic form of biti must come after the subject noun i.e. Ja sam student. Clitic form of the wordlet sebe comes immediately before the verb if the subject is present, or right after the verb (+pronoun if present) if the subject is not present Ja sam mu se predstavila. Upoznali smo se. Practice the BCS word order by analyzing the following sentences: Da li je on naš prijatelj? Ja sam ga pozvala da ide sa mnom u kino. Sutra ona i ja vježbamo zajedno matematiku. Danas ga vodim da se slika za pasoš. Kako se zovu rijeke koje teku kroz Makedoniju? Underline and mark the subject, the verb and the object. Make sure to note that in some cases the subject might be invisible. If that’s the case, note down the subject in brackets next to that sentence. Bring this exercise to your tutorial.
· Practice talking about feelings or states by talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.

· Practice role playing various situations where two people talk about their feelings or states for your conversation session.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write three dialogues – one formal, two informal – where two people discuss writing letters to their friends or family members. You will be asked to act them out orally during your tutorial, so practice reading the lines for both participants in the dialogues. The dialogues should each be at least 10 lines long.   
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 6, Section A3.
· Review the table on p. 85 regarding the difference between personal pronouns in dative and locative. Read tbe additional grammar points in BSCG, Sections 66d, 66e and 98. Use the following personal pronouns in two sentences each–once in the dative case, and once in the locative case: ja, ti, on, one, mi.
· Review the grammar note on the proper use of the word sam/sama/samo. Make sure to note that when used as a pronoun, sam  means “alone, by oneself.” As an adjective, it emphasizes the identity of the noun it refers to, i.e. u samoj knjizi (“in the very book”). It is different from the clitic form of to be, (je)sam and the adverb samo, meaning “only” by its long vowel, â.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Practice the word sam/sama/samo by writing 10 sentences: five using it as a pronoun and five using it as an adjective. 
Vocabulary Practice 

· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.   
· Listen to and memorize the vocabulary and phrases on LangMedia Croatian in Croatia/Serbian in Serbia, “Bying Aspirin”/“Shopping at a Pharmacy.”  You should be able to understand and use them effortlessly and within the appropriate context by the time of your conversation session.
· Study Hint: Bosnian language students can choose to review videos for either of the two languages. However, keep in mind that Serbian features the ekavian variant, while Bosnian features the ijekavian variant of the language. Also, it is important to note that certain words and phrases in Croatian might be less commonly used in Bosnian. Make sure to ask your mentor about these differences during this week’s session.
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 6, Section A3. 

· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks. 
Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to write out a short dictation based on BCST Lesson 6, Section A3.
· Be prepared to recognize feelings or states in pictures shown by your mentor in your session.

· Be prepared to role play a situation in which two friends run into each other and ask each other how they are doing.
· Be prepared to role play a situation in which a person is trying to buy a headache relief drug at a pharmacy.
Homework for Tutorial

· Write three dialogues – one formal, two informal – where two people discuss writing letters to their friends or family members. You will be asked to act them out orally during your tutorial, so practice reading the lines for both participants in the dialogues. The dialogues should each be at least 10 lines long.

· Study Hint: When writing a dialogue, you should consider using as much of your new vocabulary as you can. Try to incorporate words and phrases from LangMedia and other sources listed in the study guides and not just those from textbook dialogues.
