Assignments for Independent Study
Keeping in Touch

· Study BCST Lesson 8, Sections A2 and A3. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections. 
· Review the conjugation of neuter nouns with an added syllable –et-. After reading the grammar note on p. 115 regarding the genitive, dative, locative and instrumental cases of irregular neuter nouns with an added syllable –et-, memorize the examples given in the textbook and practice using those nouns in sentences, e.g. Poslala sam poklon bratovom djetetu. Nema dugmeta na jakni. Da li si odnio knjigu Branetu? Make sure that this rule also applies to possessive nouns made from these nouns and names, such as djetetovo, Radetova, e.g. To nije Radetov doručak. Also review additional grammar notes in BCSG Chapter 8, Sections 89b and 89d, pp. 129-132. After reviewing the grammar notes in both BCST and BCSG, use the nouns listed in the grammar notes to write five sentences with irregular neuter nouns with an added syllable –et. 

· Practice the use of irregular plurals of masculine and neuter nouns dete/dijete, brat and gospodin. Carefully review the grammar note on p. 115 regarding irregular plurals of certain nouns where their plural follows the declension of feminine nouns ending with –a, such as gospodin/gospoda, brat/braća, etc. Also note that despite that, these nouns are plural and are accompanied by verbs in plural as well, e.g. Moja braća vole dobra auta. or Ona gospoda su iz Japana. For a more detailed overview and further examples of these nouns, review the additional grammar note in BCSG Chapter 8, Section 90, pp. 132-133. After reviewing the grammar notes, write five sentences using irregular plural of masculine and neuter nouns. Be creative! Make sure to use a different noun for each sentence. 
· Review the use of reciprocal verbs with the particle se. Review the grammar point on p. 117 regarding the reciprocal meaning of certain verbs coupled with the particle se, such as čuti se, vidjeti se or javiti se. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice the use of these verbs in a sentence, for example Javljam se sestri svake srijede preko interneta. Moj brat i moji roditelji se ne čuju svaki dan. Moj prijatelj Admir i ja se viđamo svakog vikenda. Write 5 sentences using reciprocal verbs with the particle se. Bring these to your tutorial.
· Memorize the vocabulary for Sections A2 and A3.  Practice forming sentences with each word. Be prepared to be able to identify them on your own.
· Review BCST, Lesson 8, Section A1.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues.
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Using the dialogue samples in Sections A2 and A3, write two similar dialogue exchanges for each section using the replacement verbs and nouns given after each dialogue, and one similar dialogue exchange for each section replacing the 2nd person singular informal address with 2nd person plural formal, while making sure to use the appropriate gender. After finishing, assess your work using the answer key online. Mark where you made errors and bring your corrected homework and questions to your tutorial session. If the exercise gives you trouble the first time, review the section and then try again. Bring both versions to your tutorial.
2. After reviewing the grammar notes in both BCST and BCSG, use the nouns listed in the grammar notes to write five sentences with irregular neuter nouns with an added syllable –et-.

3. After reviewing the grammar notes, write five sentences using irregular plural of masculine and neuter nouns. Be creative! Make sure to use a different noun for each sentence. 

4. Write 5 sentences using reciprocal verbs with the particle se. Bring these to your tutorial.

Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do simple question and answer drills in your conversation session. 
· Be prepared to role play a situation in which two students who live on their own discuss means of staying in touch with their parents and how often they speak to them or see them.
· Be prepared to recognize the case and gender of certain nouns or adjectives on flash cards your mentor brings to the session. Be prepared to recognize and correct any mistakes your mentor makes on said flash cards.
· Be prepared to identify whether the subject and verb are in agreement in phrases your mentor shows on flashcards in class. Be prepared to identify and correct mistakes your mentor intentionally makes on some of the flash cards.

· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try completing the alphabet you previously wrote in dictionary order, adding examples from this session’s vocabulary where possible.
