Countries and Borders
· Study BCST Lesson 8, Section A4. Read the whole section, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue.  Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of each part.
· Review the use of prepositions in BCS. Carefully read and review the grammar note on p. 118 regarding the use of prepositions in BCS. Memorize the proper rules regarding the proper case of nouns and adjectives attached to prepositions referring to a physical location, such as ispred, iza, između, etc. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice using the prepositions for physical location in a sentence, e.g. Jutros sam našao psa ispred vrata. Sarajevo je između Zagreba i Beograda. Knjiga ti je ispod bilježnice. Bosna i Hercegovina s jedne strane graniči sa Hrvatskom, a sa druge strane graniči sa Srbijom i Crnom Gorom. For a more in-depth review of prepositions, consult BCSG, Chapter 8, Section 93, pp. 139-141, and BCSG, Chapter 17, Sections 157b and 157c, pp. 314-318.
· Visit the appropriate phrasebook for B, C, or S on WikiTravel. Take a look at the types of phrases on the website. Come up with at least 5 similar phrases by asking questions about distances between two different cities, bordering countries, towns between city A and city B, etc. Bring this list of phrases to your tutorial.

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write 10 sentences using preposition referring to physical locations, such as sa, ispred, iza, između, etc. Bring those to your tutorial.
Basic Storytelling 
· Read the aphorisms section. Review the additional vocabulary in the box above the aphorisms on p. 126. Make sure to ask your mentor about the type of language and humor used in Duško Radović’s aphorisms and to bring up any issues or misunderstandings you might have.

· Read the fifth short story by David Albahari. Review the additional vocabulary in the box above the story on pp. 343. Using your knowledge of BCS vocabulary and grammar, try to write a similar short story on your own. Bring this to your tutorial.
Vocabulary Practice 

· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A4.  Practice forming sentences with each word.
· Practice speaking BCS and using your new vocabulary by talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.
· Review BCST, Lesson 8, Sections A1-A3.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues. 
· Work through exercises B1-B7 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. 
· Work through exercises C1-C7 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  You should eventually become familiar with all forms, but for now choose to use only one form (B, C, or S) for your written assignments.
Conversation Preparation and Assignments

· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B7 in your conversation session. 
· Be prepared to recognize different prepositions shown to you on flash cards in your session. Be prepared to accurately use them in a sentence.
· Be prepared to identify places on a regional map and to describe the position of cities, rivers and other topographical features with reference to one another, using the prepositions reviewed in this chapter. 
· Be prepared to discuss the two characters in the David Albahari story, their relationship, their preferences and hobbies.

End of Week Wrap-Up 

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 8, Sections A1-A4. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using. 

· Any loose ends that you need to attend to before moving on?  Do you have any questions or confusions that did not get answered in your tutorial or conversation session?  Any grammar points you still need to work on? Were you comfortable with the role plays and activities in your conversation session? Do you need to put anything on your list for extra practice or help?
