Talking about the Future
· Study BCST Lesson 9, Sections A1 and A2. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections. 

· Review the use of the future tense. Review the grammar point on p. 128 regarding the basics of the future tense in BCS. Memorize the rule for constructing the future tense (auxiliary verb hteti/htjeti in present tense+verb in infinitive or auxiliary verb hteti/htjeti in present tense+da+verb in present tense). Please note that the clitic form of the auxiliary verb is used considerably more often in this construction, e.g. Sutra ću ići u školu. (“I’m going to school tomorrow) or U utorak ćemo gledati film (“We’re watching a movie on Tuesday), and that the long form is usually reserved for emphasis, e.g. Hoću sutra da idem u školu.(“I want to go to school tomorrow”) or U utorak hoćemo da gledamo film. (“On Tuesday, we want to see a movie.”) Note how this implied action in the future is secondary to the emphasized desire of the speaker to do the said action in the future.
· Practice the word order in future time sentences. Carefully review the grammar point on p. 128 and the additional grammar point in BCSG, Chapter 8, Section 95a. Practice using both options for word order in future time expressions, e.g. Sutra ću ići u školu. and Ići ću sutra u školu. or U utorak ćemo gledati film. and Gledat ćemo (gledaćemo) film u utorak. Make sure to use the appropriate spelling of the second option (gledat ćemo or gledaćemo) depending on whether you are focusing on B, C or S. Although B allows both, it is recommended that you choose one of the too and use it consistently.

· Practice the use of questions and negation in the future tense. Review the grammar point on p. 130 regarding the question and negation forms of the future tense. Practice the use of question and negation forms using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, e.g. Da li ćeš sutra ići u školu? Ne, sutra neću ići u školu.  or Da li ćete gledati film u utorak? Ne, u utorak nećemo gledati film.
· If you are studying C please note that, although the book suggests otherwise, Croatian language actually allows for both forms of negation (1st pers. sing. neću and ne ću). Neću is recommended by the Silić/Antić grammar, while ne ću was introduced in 1996 in the Babić/Finkal/Moguš. However, many Croatian experts suggest that the joint form neću is in fact the more appropriate one because of the long e in neću, as seen in similar negative statements where the negative particle ne is written together with the verb such as nemam (“I don’t have”) and nemoj (“don’t”).

· Review the different modes of use of the particle se with verbs. Carefully read the grammar point on p. 130 regarding the different modes of reflexive verbs with the particle se. For a more in-depth review of different modes of verbs with se, consult BCSG, Chapter 14, Section 140 for impersonal verbs, Chapter 7, Section 82a for inclinational verbs, Chapter 9, Section 98 for non-causative and intransitive verbs, Chapter 14, Section 139 for passive verbs, and Chapter 8, Section 87a for reciprocal verbs. For a list of verbs which never occur without the particle se, please consult BCSG, Chapter 8, Section 87b.
FOR TUTORIAL: Write 15 sentences – 5 statements, 5 negations and 5 questions using the future tense. Bring those to your tutorial.

Vocabulary Practice
· Memorize the vocabulary for Sections A1 and A2.  Practice forming sentences with each word. Be prepared to be able to identify them on your own.

· Review BCST, Lesson 8, Section A4.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues.

Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do simple question and answer drills in your conversation session. 

· Be prepared to role play a situation in which two students discuss their travel plans during the next school break.

· Be prepared to recognize the tense and case of verbs your tutor shows you on flashcards. Be prepared to identify mistakes and correct them in case you encounter them.

End of Week Wrap-Up 
· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 9, Sections A1 and A2. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using, especially from previous lessons.
