Assignments for Independent Study
Talking About the Past

· Study BCST Lesson 10, Sections A1 and A2. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections. 
· Review BCS verb types. Read the overview of verb types on p. 142. Make sure to note that according to the classification in this textbook, Type 1 verbs are –a conjugation verbs (igram, imam, znam, etc.), Type 2-4 verbs are –i conjugation verbs (držim, vidim, mislim, etc.), while all other types are –e conjugation verbs (pišem, kupujem, poznajem, etc.) For a reference list of all verbs presented in the textbook, please consult BCST Appendix 9, pp. 359-366.
· Practice the use of past tense. Carefully review the grammar point on the past tense on p. 143. You might want to also consider reviewing the grammar point on the introduction to the past tense in BCST Lesson 6, Section A2, pp. 82-83. Memorize the formula for the past tense (present tense of auxiliary verb biti+  the L-participle.) The simplest way to form the L-participle is to drop the suffix –ti from a verb in the infinitive and to add a gender-appropriate suffix (-o, -la, -lo for singular or –li, -le, -la for plural); so, for instance, the past tense of čuti would be Ja sam čuo (or čula). Using your knowledge of BCS vocabulary, practice changing the verbs you know in the infinitive to the past tense.
· Review the word order in the past tense. Review the grammar point on p. 145 regarding the word order in sentences in the past tense. Note that whenever there is more than one clitic used, all of them must be used in a specific order. Consult the table on p. 145 for the correct order of words in a past tense sentence. However, the word order can sometimes change, especially in poetry. One good example of the changed word order in BCS is a song by Indexi called “Ti si mi bila u svemu naj.”
To Sit, or to Be Sitting?
· Review the different types of the imperfective aspect in verbs. Read the grammar point on pp. 145-146. Make sure to carefully review the difference in use between ongoing, repeated and factual types of the imperfective aspect. Review the tables on p. 146 and take note of prefixes and suffixes denoting the difference between a perfective and an imperfective verb with the same root.
· Memorize the vocabulary for Sections A1 and A2.  Practice forming sentences with each word. Be prepared to be able to identify them on your own.
· Review BCST, Lesson 9, Sections A3-A4.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues.
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Using the dialogue samples in Sections A1 and A2, write two similar dialogue exchanges for each section using the replacement verbs and nouns given after each dialogue, and one similar dialogue exchange for each section replacing the 2nd person singular informal address with 2nd person plural formal, while making sure to use the appropriate gender. After finishing, assess your work using the answer key online. Mark where you made errors and bring your corrected homework and questions to your tutorial session. If the exercise gives you trouble the first time, review the section and then try again. Bring both versions to your tutorial. 
2. Choose 5 verbs in the infinitive and write them out in the past tense in all persons singular and plural. Bring this list to your tutorial. 
Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do simple question and answer drills in your conversation session.
· Be prepared to recognize and identify the gender and person of verbs in the past tense shown to you on flashcards by your tutor. Be prepared to identify and correct any mistakes seen on those flashcards.

· Be prepared to participate in a quiz show type of exercise where the goal is to recognize whether a verb is in the perfective or the imperfective aspect.

· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try completing the alphabet you previously wrote in dictionary order, adding examples from this session’s vocabulary where possible.

End of Week Wrap-Up 

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 10, Sections A1 and A2. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using, especially from previous lessons. 

· Any loose ends that you need to attend to before moving on?  Do you have any questions or confusions that did not get answered in your tutorial or conversation session?  Any grammar points you still need to work on? Do you need to put anything on your list for extra practice or help?
