Assignments for Independent Study

Storytelling in BCS
· Study BCST Lesson 10, Sections A3-A4. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue.  Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of each part.

· Read and review the poem by Dušan Radović. After reading the poem about a cartoon lion by Duško Radović on p. 149, work through excercises 1-8 on p. 147. 
· Review verbal nouns. Read the grammar point on verbal nouns on p. 152. Memorize the formula for making nouns denoting an action out of verbs. Review the additional grammar notes in BCSG, Chapter 10, Section 112c and Sections 108 and 116.
Body Parts
· Practice the use of the terms for parts of the body. Read the grammar point on irregular plurals of certain terms for parts of the body on p. 152. Memorize the gender of the plural forms of uho and oko (uši and oči). Also note that, when expressing pain in a certain part of the body, that part becomes the subject, while the person experiencing the pain becomes the object. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice expressing pain in a certain part of the body, e.g. Juče me je jako boljela glava. Marinu čitav dan boli noga. 
· Review verbs of transport. Read the grammar point on p. 152 regarding the different meaning and use of imperfective and perfective verbs of transport. Please note that in addition to its use for transport, prevoditi (“to ferry across, to help across”) is more often used in its other meaning, “to translate”.
· Read the translation note on p. 150. Note that, although the textbook states differently, in Bosnia and Herzegovina terms stomak or želudac are more common than trbuh, but either of the three should be easily understood by most.
· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A4.  Practice forming sentences with each word.
· Review BCST, Lesson 10, Sections A1-A2.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues. 

· Work through exercises B1-B7 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. 
· Work through exercises C1-C6 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  You should eventually become familiar with all forms, but for now choose to use only one form (B, C, or S) for your written assignments.

· Read the aphorisms section. Review the additional vocabulary in the box above the aphorisms on p. 158, as well as cultural and geography notes below the aphorisms on p. 158.
· Read the seventh short story by David Albahari. Review the additional vocabulary in the box above the story on pp. 344.
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Write out exercises C1-C6. After doing the exercises on your own, consult the online answer key to assess your own work. Mark your corrections. If you have trouble with an exercise, do it over again on another day. Bring both versions to hand in.
2. Answer the questions at the beginning of Section A3. Bring the answers to your session to hand in. 
Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B7 in your conversation session. 
· Try memorizing the poem on p. 147. Be prepared to recite it at your session.

· Be prepared to discuss the two characters in the David Albahari story, their relationship, their preferences and hobbies.
