Assignments for Independent Study

· Study BCST Lesson 11, Section A4. Read the whole section, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogue and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue.  
· Review the use of the verb trebati. If the verb trebati in present tense (either in the proper singular or plural person or in the 3rd person singular) is followed either by da+verb in present tense or a verb in the infinitive, it expresses that someone needs to do something. Using the above formula and your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice the use of this expression, e.g. Ti trebaš da odeš na fakultet danas. or Trebamo učiti za ispit iduće sedmice.
· Review the different uses of verbs for body position. Review the grammar note on p. 170 regarding the different uses of verbs regarding the different body positions. Memorize the rule which states that the infinite forms of verbs “to sit”, “to stand” and “to lie” (sediti/sjediti, stajati, and ležati, respectively) express a continuous state, while the finite forms (sesti/sjesti, stati, and leći) express a motion towards the state.
· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A4.  Practice forming sentences with each word.
· Review BCST, Lesson 11, Section A3.  Practice the dialog exchange out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogue. 

· Work through exercises B1-B7 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. 
· Work through exercises C1-C4 and C6-C7 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  You should eventually become familiar with all forms, but for now choose to use only one form (B, C, or S) for your written assignments.

· Read the last short story by David Albahari. Review the additional vocabulary in the box above the story on p. 345.
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Write out exercises C1-C4 and C6-C7. After doing the exercises on your own, consult the online answer key to assess your own work. Mark your corrections. If you have trouble with an exercise, do it over again on another day. Bring both versions to hand in.
2. Compose a dialogue with at least 10 exchanges in which two people meet and discuss their options for summer employment, what they would like to do and where they would like to go.
Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B8 in your conversation session. 
· Be prepared to discuss the two characters in the David Albahari story, their relationship, their preferences and hobbies.
