Assignments for Independent Study

· Review BCST, Lesson 1, Sections A1-A4.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues. 
· Prepare for your conversation session and tutorial by reciting the alphabet from memory. Try spelling some of your vocabulary words aloud. Make sure you are comfortable with letters that are very similar, such as “č” (“c” with a caron) and “ć” (“c” with an acute accent).

· Review the basic greetings phrases, polite phrases and inquires about well-being found on the WikiTravel page for each specific language under Phrase list: Basics. 

· Prepare for your conversation session and tutorial by reciting the personal pronouns from memory. Make sure you are comfortable with the fact that 3rd person singular and plural have a different pronoun for each of the three BCS genders (masculine, feminine and neuter).

· Practice asking and answering questions about people’s nationality. Practice using the vocabulary from sections A1-A4 to discuss people's nationality, for example: Ja sam Amerikanka. Da li je Mehmed Bosanac? Odakle je Martin? Da li je tvoja prijateljica Engleskinja?
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet by compiling an alphabetical list of all words from Lesson 1 in alphabetical order. Bring this list to your session.
· Review the videos on LangMedia, “Useful Expressions.” Write two different dialogues using the expressions from the videos. Bring those to your tutorial.
· Work through exercises B1-B7 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. 
· Write out exercises B1-B7. Make sure to check the online answer key and to ask your mentor in case you’re unsure about any grammar rules in the first chapter.
· Work through exercises C1-C3 and C5 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  You should eventually become familiar with all forms, but for now choose to use only one form (B, C, or S) for your written assignments.
· Geography Lesson: Learn the place names on p. 12 and be prepared to point out where each place is on the map on p. 13 in your conversation session. Look up and memorize capital cities of each former Yugoslav state. Try and remember their position on the map. Choose one or more capital cities in former Yugoslavia to find out more details about. Look up their size, climate, cultural landmarks, etc. Wikipedia is usually a good place to start.
Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B6 in your conversation session. 
· Be prepared to role play a variety of getting acquainted conversations among teachers and students of different nationalities. Be prepared to take on the role of either of the two and to choose between formal and informal speech accordingly.
· Be prepared to take on the role of a “translator” between two people getting acquainted, translating questions and answers from BCS to English and vice versa.

· Be prepared to discuss and identify errors in a greeting situation created by your conversation partner. You will need to explain the error (in English) and then correct it by re-creating the correct greeting/sequence in BCS. 

· Be prepared to identify samples of language use provided by your conversation partner as typical of Bosnian, Croatian, and/or Serbian usage. 

· Be prepared to name places on a regional map.  
End of Week Wrap-Up 

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 1, Sections A1-A4. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using. 

· Any loose ends that you need to attend to before moving on?  Do you have any questions or confusions that did not get answered in your tutorial or conversation session?  Any grammar points you still need to work on? Were you comfortable with the role plays and activities in your conversation session? Do you need to put anything on your list for extra practice or help? 

· Remember to submit your online self-assessment report at the end of the week. 
Written Homework to Hand-In

1. Write out exercises C1, C2, C3, and C5. After doing the exercises on your own, consult the online answer key to assess your own work. Mark your corrections. If you have trouble with an exercise, do it over again on another day. Bring both versions to hand in.
