Assignments for Independent Study

I Just Sat Here for a Moment
· Study BCST Lesson 2, Section A3. Read the whole section, including the grammar points. Listen to the dialogue and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue.  Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue section. 

· Find and review examples of fleeting vowels in nouns. Some nouns in the masculine form in BCS end in a consonant preceded by –a-. This –a- sometimes disappears when the case is changed from the nominative case to the genitive case. Practice changing the case of animate nouns ending in a consonant preceded by a. Take note of examples where the stem of the noun changes, such as otac, pas, utorak, petak, etc.

· Practice recognizing the two different verbal aspects of BCS. BSC has two different verbs denoting two different verbal ideas. One form denotes a single action which was either completed or is to be completed and it is called “perfective”, while the other refers to a repeated action or a single ongoing action and it’s called “imperfective”. Try and find verbs in both verbal aspects sharing the same root, i.e. kupiti and kupovati. Practice distinguishing the two. Make sure to note that not all verbs have the same or any suffix for the imperfective, so for instance učiti is already in the imperfective; its perfective form is naučiti. In some cases, verbs in imperfective only have their perfective equivalent in the past tense, such as doručkovati, doručkujem (“to have breakfast”), whose perfective is doručkovao sam (I had breakfast). Practice the conjugation of verbs ending in –ovati. Be prepared to be able to do this correctly on your own.

· Practice using prepositions used with nouns in the accusative case. Use days of the week and an appropriate adjective to express time.
· Practice long and short forms of adjectives. Practice creating long form of adjectives with those adjectives you already know, such as plav/plavi, lijep/lijepi. Be prepared to be able to distinguish the two forms on your own.

· Find and review examples of adjectives ending in –o. Practice changing the gender form of adjectives ending in –o in the masculine nominative form, such as debeo, mio, okrugao. Make sure to note that adjectives ending in –o in S might not end in –o in B or C, for example beo/bijel, ceo/cijel. Practice being able to distinguish the two on your own.
Practice Your Vocabulary
· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A3.  Practice forming sentences with each word. Be prepared to be able to identify them on your own.
· Study the basic phrases found on the WikiTravel page for each specific language under Phrase list: Basics. 
· Practice using all the words you know in BCS talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.

· Review BCST, Lesson 2, Section A2.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues. 
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Using the dialogue sample in Section A3, write two similar dialogue exchanges using the replacement verbs and nouns given after each dialogue, and one similar dialogue exchange replacing the 2nd person singular informal address with 2nd person plural formal, while making sure to use the appropriate gender. After finishing, assess your work using the answer key online. Mark where you made errors and bring your corrected homework and questions to your tutorial session. If the exercise gives you trouble the first time, review the section and then try again. Bring both versions to your tutorial. 

2. Write three examples of adjectives ending in –o in all three gender forms, and one dialogue exchange using an adjective ending in –o in either feminine or neuter form.

3. Write three examples of the conjugation of verbs ending in –ovati. 
Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do simple question and answer drills in your conversation session. 
· Be prepared to role play a conversation between a university student and his/her advisor. The advisor will ask the student which classes s/he is taking and on which days + any extra activities/organizations s/he is participating in. Use formal and informal speech where appropriate.
· Be prepared to role play a conversation in which one person asks questions about your family members (parents and siblings). Be prepared to provide answers using your knowledge of vocabulary and grammar, and to ask them similar questions in return.
· Be prepared to identify samples of language use provided by your conversation partner as typical of Bosnian, Croatian, and/or Serbian usage. 

· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try completing the alphabet you previously wrote in dictionary order, adding examples from this session’s vocabulary where possible.

End of Week Wrap-Up 

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 2, A3. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using, especially from previous lessons. 

· Any loose ends that you need to attend to before moving on?  Do you have any questions that did not get answered?  Any grammar points you still need to work on? Do you need to put anything on your list for extra practice or help?
