· To be able to use patterns of questions to inquire about some information from a tourist information center.

Assignments for Independent Study

Pronunciation and Tone 

· Listen to CD 1, TR 11, 04:19. Get familiar with the patterns of communication at a travel agency on tourist information. 
· HAND IN: Learning from the pattern of questions in the dialog in CD 1, TR 11, 04:19, write out 5 questions to ask your classmate for any information about the place where he/she lives. 
· Read aloud the words and phrases on the vocabulary list on pp. 106 – 107 to practice their pronunciation.
· Read the English translation of the dialog on p. 107 and be prepared to play a game on translation for a warm-up in conversation group.
· HAND IN: Imagine that you are visiting Bandung, a city in Indonesia. Google the city, and learn about what it has to offer. Write five questions you might ask someone in Indonesia about visiting Bandung.
Grammar: Exploring more patterns of questions
· Read the information of grammar patterns on p. 108. Pay attention to the way in which a question is formulated and an answer to the question is formulated with either a positive or negative polarity. 

· HAND IN: Write out the answers to exercise 1 p. 109. 
· HAND IN: Write out five positive and five negative statements to describe what there is and what there is not in your home town. 

· Read the information on the structure of adjectives used to describe people and things on pp. 110 - 111. Use the adjectives to talk about places you would like to describe, for example, there is a beautiful beach in my country (Ada pantai yang indah di Negara saya). 
· HAND IN: Write answers to exercise 2 p. 111

· HAND IN: Add some adjectives to your statements describing what there is and there is not in your home town, for example, there is no dirty beach in my home town (Tidak ada pantai yang kotor di kampong halaman saya).

· Find and write out as many adjectives as you can in the book from pp. 76 - 113
· HAND IN: Write out 10 phrases which consist of a combination of adjectives with any nouns.

Homework and Preparation for Tutorial
· HAND IN: Learning from the pattern of questions in the dialog in CD 1, TR 11, 04:19, write out 5 questions to ask your classmate for any information about the place where he/she lives. 
· HAND IN: Imagine that you are visiting Bandung, a city in Indonesia. Google the city, and learn about what it has to offer. Write five questions you might ask someone in Indonesia about visiting Bandung.

· Without using a picture, be prepared to role-play as a travel agent describing what each of your places/home towns can offer me.
· Be prepared to ask me questions as I would act out as a tourist guide for my own home town as one of the tourist destinations in my country. 
· Be prepared to review and use all structures you have learned this semester.
