Assignments for Independent Study

Pronunciation and Grammar 
· Learn the sample dialog and listen to CD1, TR1, 4:47 to review greetings and some expressions of additional information after greetings. Be prepared to use the expressions of getting to know one another in a tutorial session: use greetings, introduce yourself, and add some simple information (e.g., -do you have time? -Is it the right time to talk about ….? -Are you [the name of a person]?) and add other information you like. 

· Practice pronouncing some expressions found in the dialog on p. 7 and 8

· HAND IN: Complete Indonesian exercise 4 p. 9

· Read unit 1 pp. 8 – 11 to get grammatical insight of expressions commonly used in greetings. Pay attention to the use of pronouns for describing things or people. Learn the pronouns and do the exercise on p. 12

· HAND IN: Complete Indonesian exercise 5 p. 12, exercise 6 and 7 p. 13
· Practice translating a few words in the book between Indonesian and English, can you think of any words you’d like to know that aren’t yet covered in the book? Look these up in the dictionary and practice these as well. Then pay attention to the question word “apakah”. Learn the differences between forming a yes or no question in English and Indonesian. Write a simple question using the word “apakah” and be prepared to ask a question during a simple dialog.
