Assignments for Independent Study

A dialog at the airport
· Review the section on forming questions. Prepare questions in Indonesian to ask your tutor. Focus on yes/no questions, remember that in Indonesian the word “apkah” is used to form a question.
· HAND IN: Write your questions using the word “apakah”.

· Lısten to CD 1, TR 3, 0: 02. Figure out the context of the dialog and practice pronouncing the expressions in the dialog. 

· Practice making sentences with the vocabulary on pp. 17 – 19. Read out your sentences to practice your pronunciation.

· HAND IN: exercises 1, 2, 3, 4 pp. 19 – 21 to practice using the vocabulary.

· Listen to CD 1, TR 3, 0:31(page 22-23). Pay attention to the questions used in the dialog. Also pay attention to the intonation and word stress in questioning.

· HAND IN: Write out three questions offering something to someone (use the taxi dialog if you need help) 

· Look at the vocabulary list on p. 23. Practice pronouncing those words with reference to the dialog on pp. 22 – 23. Memorize the expressions on the list and be prepared to use them contextually.

· HAND IN: List of any other expressions (in English) you are likely to use to converse with a taxi driver on a ride. 
Possessions Complete Indonesian  pp. 17-22

· Listen to CD 1, TR 3, 0:03. Pay attention to the use of pronouns “anda”, “kami” to express possessions. Compare the Indonesian dialog with an English dialog on p. 18 and see the differences of the use of possessions in English and Indonesian.
· Bring a photo to your tutorial and conversation session and identify what you can in the picture such as a cap, glasses, a house etc.
· Go back to exercise 1 p. 19 and pay attention to the way possessions are attached to nouns. 

· HAND IN: Write as many nouns as possible from your selected picture and add possessive pronouns to the things you see in the picture. For the purpose of practice, vary  the possessive pronouns you choose to use.

· Read again the dialog on p. 17. Underline a question to ask about possessions.

Reading signs at an airport 
· Look at the pictures of an airport at: http://langmedia.fivecolleges.edu/collection/lm_indonesia/inAirport.html Pay attention to the signs and think of any other signs that are common at an airport.
· HAND IN: Find the public places at the airport either in English or Indonesian or in both languages.

Listening and Oral review

· Listen to CD 1, TR 3, 1:27(page 26-27)  . Pay attention to the intonation used when asking questions.

Practice pronouncing the expressions in the dialog. Pay attention how the expressions of questions are pronounced.

· HAND IN: Write some statements in Indonesian and practice playing with intonation in your tutorial.
Grammar points: Questions expecting yes/no answers and longer answers pp.25-26
· Read how questions are grammatically constructed on pp. 26 – 27. Take a note on how to make questions as you infer from sample expressions on those pages. 
· Read the patterns of pronoun –mu, questions with intonation and making apologis.
· HAND IN: p.25, exercise 5, p. 26, exercise 6, and p. 27 exercise 7

· HAND IN:  Write 1 dialogue using the knowledge of grammar on pp. 25 – 27. Refer to the sample of dialog on p. 22.

Communicative Activity

· Read the information about taxi drivers at the airport in Jakarta on p. 29. Be prepared to role-play at your conversation group based on the given scenarios.
· HAND IN: Write as many expressions as you can to greet a taxi driver, to have a conversation with a taxi driver, to ask questions before getting into a taxi, to express where your are going, to ask a taxi driver to wait, to ask a driver about a place, and some other possible questions. Use what you have learned about asking questions.
