Assignments for Independent Study
Pronunciation and Tone 
· Listen to CD 2, TR 4, 00: 03. After listening, read the dialog aloud on pp. 198 - 199 to practice pronunciation. 
· HAND IN: In your own words, retell what Mark is doing according to the dialog.
· Pay attention to the questions in the dialog on pp. 198 - 199. Read them aloud to practice your pronunciation.
· Go to http://langmedia.fivecolleges.edu/culturetalk/indonesia/id_everyday_transportation.html Watch all the videos to practice your listening. 
· HAND IN: Choose one of the four videos on public transportation from the LangMedia link above and write down what public transportation you might use in Jakarta if you were in Jakarta now.
· HAND IN: Write three questions you’d like to ask regarding public transportation pertaining to any of the LangMedia videos from the link above.

· Read the vocabulary on p. 199 aloud to practice your pronunciation. Try using these new expressions in complete phrases.
Grammar Focus

· Read the How the Language Works section on pp. 201 - 203 about asking “how to go to …” in Indonesian, how to use “which…” in Indonesian, and how to form verbs by adding the prefix “me-” and the suffix “-i”. Pay attention to the tone and intonation used when expressing some of these phrases in the dialog on CD 2, TR 4, 00:03.

· HAND IN: Write some statements beginning with “naik ….” using the new vocabulary on p. 201 as well as some vocabulary from previous sections which you think could be used with “naik”. These will be discussed in your tutorial.
· HAND IN: Exercise 7  p. 202
· HAND IN: Write out some words you have already encountered which use the prefix “me-”.

· Read Getting Around on pp. 204 – 206, and be prepared to have a role play about taking a mode of public transportation like those on p. 205.
