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Unit I – “Welcome to Damascus” Functions D - E
1. Work through all the textbook materials related to Functions D and E. Listen to the audio. Practice repeating after the speakers. Put down your book and try to use the phrases and expressions without looking at your textbook.

2. Practice both new and old vocabulary. Practice making sentences with your vocabulary. Practice using the phrases in making descriptions, asking questions, and making up answers for questions.
Practicing Function D, numbers:

· Practice counting 0-20 a few times a day- out loud if you can. 
· Practice numbers between 21-99 in a similar way. Make it your goal to say every number you encounter every day this week in Levantine.
· Point to items around you during the day and state how many X you see. 4 shoes, 10 pens, 50 students. If you do not know the words in Levantine substitute it with your MSA vocabulary.
· What are the 5 recent phone numbers in your call log? Recite them out loud, “The phone number for X is___.”
· Ask and answer the question “What is your phone number?” Be able to readily tell someone your phone number.
Practicing Function E, Asking for and offering things:

· Review the vocabulary on pages 46-49. When you see these items this week in your dorm, on the bus, around town, practice asking for and offering them in Levantine:
Here is my ID.
May I have your name card?

Please give me your ticket. 
Here it is.

May I have a coffee please? 

May I please have the bill?
· During the week when you go to purchase a drink or meal at the café or cafeteria, imagine how you would initiate the request to the person behind the counter. Imagine the polite expressions you each should use.
Some role-plays and descriptions to prepare for conversation session:
· Practice asking for and showing various forms of ID.

· Practice ordering beverages from a waitress for you and 3 friends. Use the correct gender and don’t forget to be polite. Now practice the same situation with a waiter.
· Practice counting and stating “how many” of various objects. 

· Practice giving phone numbers and practice writing down phone numbers spoken by someone else.

· Prepare for a role play in which you go to buy lunch at the cafeteria. Your conversation partner will play the role of the person working the counter. Create an exchange between you and the employee behind the counter. After you are given you order, bring it to the cashier to be rung up. Create an exchange between yourself and the cashier. Pay for the order with your student card. 
· Prepare for asking and answering questions about people and places. How many questions can you ask of someone given your current vocabulary?  Can you answer your own questions?
