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Unit II  – “Turn on the Meter Please” Functions A – B   
1. Work through all the textbook materials related to the Conversation and Functions A and B. Listen to the audio. Practice repeating after the speakers. Put down your book and try to use the phrases and repeat the dialog without looking at your textbook. Do the exercises on your own. Check yourself using the answer key. Do the exercises orally as much as possible. 
2. Listen to and practice all of the audio and video samples. The more Levantine Arabic you hear, the more you will understand. Practice imitating the speakers. 
3. Be prepared to role play situations: arriving at passport control, greeting someone, and sharing information about names, occupation, nationality, and marital status. Be prepared to do role plays in which you play yourself and others where you take on a pretend identity.
How to practice the material for this assignment

Practicing Function A, places around Damascus:

· Practice a similar conversation with your taxi driver while substituting the places for mentioned for other vocabulary on your list of places.
· Practice haada/hayy and hoon/huniik with new vocabulary and other vocabulary you have learned so far.
· Using the vocabulary you know point to objects and places near you and ask “what is this/that?”
· Using Map 1 on page 64 state the location of: the Canadian Embassy, the British Embassy, the Japanese Embassy, a hospital, a library and a mosque.
Practicing Function B, catching a Taxi:

· Review the vocabulary for on pages 69. 
· Look at Map 3 and give detailed directions to 5 location on that map 
· Look at a map of your campus or your hometown and give directions from your dorm/home to 3 different locations on the map.
When you practice on your own, work out these scenarios and be prepared to role play and practice them in your conversation session: 

· Be prepared to ask and answer questions about where things are using MAPS 1, 2, and 3 in your textbook. 
· Be prepared to give directions to places on your home campus and areas nearby.
· Be prepared to look at a new map and talk about where things are. 
· Be prepared to role play getting a taxi and telling the driver where you need to go. 
Practice Function C:

· Review the vocabulary on page 71.

· Practice asking if establishments (ie. the vocabulary of places) are located in the city by using the word fii. Practice answering “Yes, there is a X. It is (located) Y.”  or “No, there is not.”
· Create role plays in which you first ask if something exists “Is there a bank in town?” and then ask how to walk to the bank. Be sure to practice asking questions of the person giving you directions. “Is it the first right or the second right?”
