1. Work through all the textbook materials related to Function E. 
2. Listen to and practice all of the audio and video samples. The more Levantine Arabic you hear, the more you will understand. Practice imitating the speakers. It can be helpful to memorize short bits of text or short dialogues. 
3. Be prepared to practice describing things in a classroom including where things are located and who they belong to.  
4. Be prepared to role play asking about buses and tickets. 
How to practice the material for this assignment

Practicing Function E, Expressing Possession in the Classroom:

· Review the differences between “This pen” and “This” – can you identify the object using both this and that as an adjective and as a noun?
· Look around your room (or any place you find yourself with 5 minutes to spare) and try to ask yourself “Whose X is that?” “How much does that X cost?” “No not that, this.” Etc.
· Be prepared to ask classmates the question “whose X is this?” with classroom objects.
· Practice describing things in various rooms.  Tell where things are, who they belong to, and describe what they look like. Describe things in a classroom, in your dorm room, in a lounge, in a dining hall, etc. Make notes for yourself about the descriptive vocabulary you think will be most useful to you.

Taking the bus
· Your textbook focuses on taking a taxi to get around. What if you want to take the bus. What do you need to know?  Consider:
· Difference between local buses and buses that go between towns and cities.
· How one pays or buys a ticket. 
· Where do you go to get a bus or a bus ticket?
· How do you ask if a bus you are about to board is going where you want it to? 
· How do you indicate you want to get off – especially in a very crowded bus? 
· Make a list for yourself of the vocabulary you think you will need in order to successfully negotiate riding the bus. Imagine yourself in the various situations in which you might use a bus and practice the speech you might use. Ask your conversation partner for help for what you can’t figure out. 
When you practice on your own, work out these scenarios and be prepared to role play and practice them in your conversation session: 

· Be prepared to look around your classroom and describe what you see.

· Be prepared to describe items you see in pictures. 

· You have the largest backpack, so your friends have asked you to carry many of the items they bring to class. Now you have a bag full of objects and you don’t remember what belongs to whom. Pull out each object and ask “Whose X is this?” Try to match every item to its owner.

· Be prepared to role play a situation in which you and your classmates are furnishing a classroom for a summer program for elementary school children. Right now the room is empty. What do you need to put in the room and where should everything go?

· Be prepared to role play asking for information about buses, buying tickets or paying, asking where a bus is going, and indicating you need to get off.
