Assignments for Independent Study

Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to role play the dialogues in section I and II in lesson 2 in the Five College Persian Manual I. Pay attention to the expressions as well as sentence structures.
· Practice to be prepared to greet your mentor and your classmates in your conversation session (asking names, nationality, and telling your name, etc.) 
· Memorize all the greetings, partings, and related phrases (“My name is…”, “Pleased to meet you,” “How are you?”, etc.) from your textbook.  Are there different levels of formality?  Do greetings vary depending on age, gender, how well you know a person, whether you are greeting one person or multiple people, etc.?
· Use the audio recordings to practice your pronunciation. Take notes of what you find to be harder in pronunciation. 
· Pay attention to cultural information about etiquette, appropriate hand and body gestures, etc.  Do people usually shake hands, bow, or exchange kisses on the cheek? Some of this information is probably in your textbook and/or online resources, and your conversation partner may discuss this more during the conversation session.
· Practice different greeting situations out loud. Pick a person and practice greeting her/him over and over again, until you can do it from memory.  Can you do that comfortably, without peeking at the textbook?  Now try playing both parts. 
· Practice how you would greet each person, and exchange formulaic inquiries of wellbeing (“How are you?”, etc.).
· Keep practicing throughout the week.  As you walk through town or across campus, think about how you would greet the people you see.
