Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Read the passage about “An Iranian Week” in section III. Prepare some questions to ask your conversation partner and classmates about the passage. Then change the questions about “An American Week.” The focus of the lesson is ‘spoken’ Persian; therefore, it’s necessary to use all the terms as it is used in spoken Persian. 
·  Be prepared to role-play the dialogue in section II, lesson 7 in Persian Manual I. 

· Similar to the dialogue in section IV tell your classmates about your weekly schedule and then be prepared to ask your classmates about their schedule. It is critical to be able to ask questions about weekdays as well as the schedule. 
· Be prepared to role play the dialogues in a coffee shop and restaurant in section V and VI. You need to be prepared to improvise similar scenarios in your conversation session. 

· Review exercise 3 in lesson 7. Be prepared to ask similar questions about likes and dislikes of your classmates and conversation partner. 
· Practice speaking out loud about things that you like and things that you do not like. For example, when it comes to food, what is your favorite food, what do you like the most and why? Practice saying what foods you do not like and why
· Practice saying what kind of weather you like/dislike.
· Practice saying where you are from and why you like/dislike the weather there. 
· Practice saying what city you like/dislike. Give reasons why you like one and dislike another.
· Be prepared to tell your conversation partners in a paragraph about your weekly schedule. What classes you have each day, who the professor is, how many times a week, when during the day (morning, noon, afternoon, evening…), and more comments.
