· Choose a short audio or video clip from one of the Swahili news sources provided above. Choose a topic that interests you. Do not expect or even try to understand every word. See if you can pick out the gist of what the clip talks about it. Use clues from titles and images to help get a context for your guessing. Be prepared to talk about the clip you chose and your experience trying to understand it with your conversation partner. 
Assignments due at Tutorial: 

[Your assignments may either be typed or handwritten]
· Write a description of an imaginary visit to Tanzania based on the exercise instructions in Objective 3.

· Write the two descriptions assigned in Objective 4 in order to think about how you would present something to two different audiences. 

· Write out Objectives 7 and 8. 

Preparation for Conversation Session:

· Be prepared to give your description from Objective 3 verbally. Speak to your audience, do not read your description. Be prepared to answer questions about it and ask others questions about their descriptions.

· Be prepared to describe the place where you “are from” to someone from Tanzania preparing to make a visit there (as in Objective 4). 

· Be prepared to describe where you live now to a high school geography class (as in Objective 4). 

· Prepare the exercise in Objective 5 for your conversation session. Choose one East African city, river, island, or other landmark and describe it without naming it. See who can guess what you are describing. 

· Be prepared to talk about the audio or video clip that you chose and your experience working on understanding the gist of it.
