Exercises to Complete:

· Masomo Ya Kisasa: “Mumbi Ahojiwa,” Activities – Complete Objective 3 (p. 63). Following the instructions in Objective 3 write two paragraphs. One paragraph about someone you “admire and respect who was unjustly victimized” and one paragraph about “someone you detest because of the unjust use of their authority.” 
· Imagine you need to give a very simple description of the Mau Mau conflict to a high school history class. You need to do it in Swahili. Write two different descriptions. How would you describe it to American high school students who are learning Swahili and have only a little knowledge of Kenya?  How would you describe it to a Kenyan high school class who knows more Swahili, but the students were born long after the Mau Mau conflict? 
· Masomo Ya Kisasa: “Mumbi Ahojiwa,” Activities – Practice for Objective 2 (p. 63). Imagine yourself in these situations. What might be said to you? What might you say? What other situations might you be stopped and have to explain yourself – such as transportation security checkpoints or customs? What questions might you be asked there?

· Two written paragraphs fro Objective 3. 
· Your two simple descriptions of the Mau Mau conflict: one for American high school students learning Swahili and one for Kenyan high school students.

· Be prepared to give your two descriptions of the MauMau conflict verbally in the conversation session without reading from your text.
