· Find and Listen to an audio/visual clip from one of the Swahili news sources provided above. If possible, find one that has to do with some kind of observance or celebration of a holiday or special event. Listen/watch until you can comprehend it enough to relay the information to someone else.

Exercises:

· Masomo Ya Kisasa: “Kwa Heri Ramadhani,” Activities – Prepare to do Objective 3 in your conversation session (p. 249). Interview your conversation partner about activities in your partner’s home city or town during certain holidays. Also be prepared to be interviewed by your conversation partner about activities in your home city or town during certain holidays. Be prepared to ask for details and to give details. Walk through the celebrations or observances step by step. Who does what, when, where and how?
· Write a detailed step-by-step description of some holiday observance or celebration with which you are familiar (at home or abroad). Your description should be at least 2 pages long and should include details about who does what, when and where. 

· Write a 10-sentence summary description of the audio or video clip you chose from a Swahili news source. Be prepared to describe the clip in your conversation session and discuss the topic covered in the clip. 
Grammar Review:

Read the vocabulary in the text and cultural notes (pp. 245- 247).
Preparation for Conversation Session:

· Be prepared to interview your conversation partner as described in Objective 3.

· Be prepared to be interviewed by your conversation partner about holidays or observances in your own community or region.

· Prepare to discuss an audio or video clip from one of the Swahili news sources provided above. If you have questions about vocabulary or grammatical structures used in the clip, bring your questions to the session and discuss them with your partner/group. However, the aim is to generate a topical discussion regarding what you have watched or listened to in preparation for the session, so make sure to have a good grasp of what the clip is presenting. 
· Be prepared to make a list of questions you could ask if you wanted to expand your knowledge of the topic in your audio/video clip.
