Getting Started

· Listen to and practice aloud the conversations in ET, Unit 8, section 1.  
· Review the material presented in ET, Unit 8, sections 2, 6, 7, 13, 14 and 15.  Read all dialogues aloud.
· Listen to and practice aloud the conversations in ET, Unit 9, sections 1 and 6.  Read aloud the conversation in Section 3 (“Nereden geliyorsun, Orhan?”)
· Review the material presented in ET, Unit 9, sections 2, 4, 5, 7-8 and 12-13.
· Listen to and practice aloud the conversations in ET, Unit 11, sections 1 and 9. 
· Review the material presented in ET, Unit 11, sections 2, 4, 7, 10 (read the dialogue “Nereye gidiyorsun?” aloud) and 11-12.   
Assignments for Independent Study

Note: This week’s Assignments for Independent Study cover the material from the entire course Mentored Turkish 2.  Use your knowledge of your own strengths and weaknesses to determine which sections to skim, and which to spend more time with.  For each unit, listen to the dialogues before turning to the grammar section.  What did you find challenging or confusing?  Were there any suffixes you did not recognize?  This will help you identify what material you need to review.    

· Listen to and practice aloud the conversations in ET, Unit 12, sections 1-3.
· Review the material presented in ET, Unit 12, sections 4, 9 (Read aloud the dialogue “Kaçıncı oldun?”), 11 and 12.
· Listen to and practice aloud the conversations in ET, Unit 13, sections 1 and 5.  Read the dialogues in Sections 4 and 7 aloud.
· Review the material presented in ET, Unit 13, sections 2, 6 and 8.
· Complete the dictation exercises for Elementary Turkish Study Guides 19 and 20 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to each dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial.

· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make flashcards. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using each word in a sentence. 

Oral Practice
· Go through the flashcards you have just made, practicing each noun aloud in the dative, accusative, ablative and genitive.

· Describe your family aloud to yourself.  Where do they live?  What do they do?  How old are they?  When are their birthdays?  What are their hobbies?  What languages do they speak?  This activity should take you at least 10-15 minutes – time yourself!
· Describe your daily schedule aloud.  Be as precise as possible (Ex.: “On Thursdays, my Turkish class begins at 2:30 in the afternoon and finishes at 3:30.”)
Homework to Hand in at Tutorial
Challenge yourself!  This is a review, but you need not restrict yourself to grammar and vocabulary covered in ET, Units 8-13, if you feel confident with more advanced material. 
· What are the 10 things you most want to do, see and learn over the next five years?  Write a paragraph (at least 15 sentences) using –mAk iste-.  Incorporate ordinal numbers and the derivative suffix -lIk.  
· Write 10 sentences using the postpositions ile, için, gibi and kadar.
· Write a dialogue in which two new acquaintances discuss their families, hobbies and favorite things.  They should also arrange to go to a cultural event together at an exact place and time. This dialogue should be at least 18 lines long.
· Write 10 sentences using the verbal nouns –mAk and –mA.
· New Pet!  Emre is getting a new pet for his birthday.  Using gerek, lazım and ihtiyaç, write a dialogue set at the pet shop, in which Emre learns about what the new pet will need, and what he will have to do to take care of it.  This dialogue should be at least 15 lines long.
