For each new verb you have learned, practice conjugating it in the reported past tense.

Oral Practice

· Imagine you are a foreign exchange student buying a roundtrip train ticket from Ankara to Istanbul-Haydarpasa.  You want to know how much the ticket costs, how long the journey takes, if there is a student discount, and if so, whether it is valid for foreigners.  What would you say?  Practice aloud.
· You are on the train, and think you smell smoke.  You can’t tell whether it is a dangerous mechanical malfunction, or someone sneaking a cigarette.  What would you say to the train officials?  To the other passengers? 
· Practice declining gezmek, tamamlamak and yemek aloud in the five simple tenses.
Homework to Hand In at the Tutorial

· Using the reported past tense, write out a joke or amusing anecdote you know. At least 10 sentences.  Rehearse it aloud until you are able to tell it smoothly.
· Write out the exercise in ET, Unit 27, Section 7, p. 306.
· Write a dialogue similar to the one in Unit 27, Section 6. Telefonda.  The phone conversation may be on any topic, so long as the reported past tense is used extensively throughout.  This dialogue should be at least 18 lines long. 
· Write a dialogue similar to the ones in Unit 27, Section 1 and Section 2.  Be sure to use lots of new vocabulary.  This dialogue should be at least 20 lines long, and should involve a delay, for mysterious reasons which can only be speculated about using the reported past tense.   
Be prepared to act these dialogues out orally at your conversation session.
