Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: You bump into your Turkish friend at the library.  Speaking both parts ALOUD, ask her how she is and what she’s doing this evening.  Make a plan to do something together, fix a time, and say goodbye. 

Did you hesitate, or need to look up any key vocabulary?  A conversation like this should be fairly easy for you now.  If  not, review ET Unit 6, Section 1.

· Step 2:  Quick!  Recite the verb kalmak in the present progressive.  (“Ben kal……..”, “Sen kal………”, etc.)  Easy?  Make it negative.  Done that?  Now try it with söylemek. 

· Step 3: Recite everything you do on a typical Tuesday, using the present progressive.  What don’t you do on Tuesday that you do on Saturday?  Describe, using the negative of the present progressive.

· Step 4: Can you still comfortably form the dative case?  Work through the Substitution Drill in Unit 6, Section 6.  Is it easy for you now?

Try it! How would you say, “My sister is going home but I am telephoning our mother”?

· Step 5: Read Unit 6, Section 9: Reading: Arkadaşlarımız, and answer the reading comprehension questions.

· Step 6: Can you still comfortably ask people what work they do?  Can you talk about your own profession, and those of your family and friends?   Work through Unit , Section 9 Exercises A and C.

New to the Neighborhood: “Is there a bank near here?”

· Step 1:  Listen to the conversation in ET Unit 7, Section 1: Conversation: Bu yakınlarda banka var mı?  Now perform the conversation ALOUD to yourself at least twice.  

· Step 2: Memorize any unfamiliar vocabulary or phrases from the conversation

Let’s Practice!  You’ve just moved to the Turkish city Izmir.  Introduce yourself to a new neighbor, say where you’re from, and ask whether there is a cinema/bookstore/gym/etc. nearby. 

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a new dialogue similar to the one ET, Unit 7, Section 1.  This dialogue should be at least 12 lines long, and include var, yok and kaç.
Var and Yok

· Step 1: Read through ET Unit 7, Section 2: Grammar Point: Var/yok sentences.  Be sure to read each example ALOUD!  Memorize how to use var and yok.
· Step 2: Work through Unit 7, Section 2 Exercises A-C to practice using var and yok
· FOR TUTORIAL Write out Unit 7, Section 2 Exercise: Kültürel Etkinlikler (Cultural Activities). 

Using the Verb to have

Turkish does not have a verb equivalent to the English verb to have!   Fortunately, it’s quite simple to express ‘to have’ in Turkish .

· Step 1: Perform the dialogue at the very end of Unit 7, Section 2, Dialogue: Kırmızı kaleminiz var mı?ALOUD to yourself at least twice.  Memorize any unfamiliar structures and vocabulary.

· Step 2: Read through Unit 7, Section 3: Grammar Point: The verb to have.  Be sure to read each example sentence ALOUD!   
Look around the room, and tell yourself aloud what you do and do not have, and what is and is not there.  (Ex. “Kedim var, ama bu odada kedi yok”). 
· Step 3: Watch the Turkish Grammar Videos
· Using var and yok: Making statements with var and yok
· Using var and yok: Asking questions with var and yok
· Step 4: Complete the Exercise in Unit 7, Section 3.

 Try it!   How would you say, “I have a newspaper.  You do not have a book.  Our friends have a house in Izmir.  Do you have a car?”
· Step 4: Watch the CultureTalk Turkey video Family: About my Family: My Parents and Siblings.  Do you understand how the speaker is using the word var?  
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write two new dialogues similar to the one in Dialogue: Kırmızı kaleminiz var mı?.  Your dialogues should each be at least 10 lines long.  One should be formal, one informal.
Learning to Ask, “How many?  How much?”

· Step 1: Read through ET Unit 7, Section 4: Word Focus: Kaç and tane. Remember to read each example ALOUD. 
· Step 2: Memorize how to use tane.  Use tane  and var to count three groups of things you can see from where you’re sitting now.
· Step 3: Memorize the new question word kaç in all of the foms presented (kaça, kaçta, etc.) 
Train station!  Imagine you’re at a Turkish train station.  Invent sentences using every form of kaç you’ve just learned.  (What time does the train leave?  How much is a ticket?, etc.)
· Step 4: Act out the Substitution Drills at the end of Unit 7, Section 4. 

Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from this Study Guide’s dialogues and the VBE 1.0 Family Vocabulary, you should start mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 7.  
· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

· Practice using each word in a sentence.

Conversation Session Preparation Guide

· Be prepared to ask and answer questions about amenities in the neighborhood (e.g. “Is there a grocery store around here?”).

· Be prepared to describe the room or a photograph using var and yok (e.g. “Odada iki öğrenci var.”).

Make sure you are comfortable using var and yok!
· Be prepared to ask and answer questions using the verb to have in Turkish  (var/yok +genitive-possessive compound: Benim kedim var.)

· Be prepared participate in a dialogue using kaç and tane
