Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Can you still comfortably use the present progressive (-Iyor) tense to ask and answer questions, both negative and affirmative?  How would you ask, “Aren’t you going?” or “Aren’t we eating breakfast?” 
· Step 2: Are you still comfortable using –mAk istemek  to describe things you do and don’t want to do?  Try stating in Turkish five things you want to do this year.   Was that easy?  State five things you don’t want to do today.  
· Step3: Do you remember the correct word order for adjectives in Turkish?   What are a dozen Turkish words that undergo medial vowel loss?
· Step 4: Can you still use the suffix +lIk?  Quick!  Say 10 Turkish adjectives or nouns, and transform them into nouns with +lIk.   (e.g. iyi ( iyilik)
· Step 5: Can you still comfortably describe your entire family tree in Turkish?
Talking About Languages
· Step 1: Listen to, read and memorize the dialogue in ET, Unit 9, Section 1: Selam Özge, nereden geliyorsun?  

Be sure to memorize the Supplementary Vocabulary and Useful Phrases, as well. 
Work through the Unit 9, Section 1 conversation and substitution drills, speaking all Turkish questions and answers aloud.
· Step 2:  See the list of countries, nationalities, and languages?  Before you pull out a map start memorizing, work through Unit 9, Section 2: Word Focus: The derivative suffix +CA.  Memorize the new vocabulary and grammar.  
Complete Unit 9, Section 2 Excercises A and B, speaking questions and answers aloud.  (Be sure you are especially comfortable with Exercise B – you’ll be answering a lot of questions like this both at your tutorial and in future Turkish conversations – perhaps even your oral exam.)

Done that?  Now pull out that map and start memorizing.
· Step 3: Read aloud the paragraph in Unit 9, Section 3: Reading, and answer the reading comprehension questions.  Flag any questions to ask at your tutorial.

FOR TUTORIAL: Write a short paragraph similar to the one in Unit 9, Section 3 about the languages you speak, the language(s) you are studying, the languages you would like to learn, and why you would like to learn them.  Why are you studying Turkish?  (at least 12 sentences). 
FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue in which two classmates discuss their thoughts about learning Turkish.  (Is it fun?  Easy?  Hard?  How does it compare to other languages?)  This dialogue should be at least 12 lines long, and use the ablative and accusative case at least twice.
 The Ablative Case
· Step 1: Perform aloud and memorize the dialogue in Unit 9, Section 3, Dialogue: Nereden geliyorsun Orhan? 

· Step 2: study the usage of the ablative case in ET, Unit 9, Section 4, and complete exercises and substitution drills that follow.  As always, it’s important that you speak all Turkish examples aloud.  

· Step 3: Watch the Turkish Grammar Video:

· Noun cases & ile: The Ablative Case
· Step 4: You need to memorize the ablative case endings (and any other new vocabulary and phrases), but it is equally important that you memorize:

· Some of the most common uses of the ablative case, as listed in this section

· The list of verbs commonly used with nouns in the ablative case 

FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue similar to the one in Unit 9, Section 3, Nereden geliyorsun Orhan?  This dialogue should be at least 10 lines long.  Be sure to use the ablative at least 3 times!
The Accusative Case
· Step 1: Work through  Unit 9, Section 5: Grammar Point: The Accusative Case.  Be sure to read all examples aloud.

· Step 2: Watch the Turkish Grammar Video:

· Noun cases & ile: The Accusative Case
· Step 3: Memorize the accusative case endings, and the list of Turkish verbs which commonly require the accusative case. 
What is the difference between direct and indirect objects?  Do you understand when it is obligatory to use the accusative case for direct objects in Turkish?

Remember to memorize the accusative case forms of the personal pronouns (I, you, he/she, etc.).
FOR TUTORIAL: Write 10 sentences or questions using the accusative.
Listening Practice
· Step 1: Complete dictation exercise 13 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  (Be ready to take a similar dictation at your tutorial!)
· Step 2: Watch the CultureTalk Turkey video: 

· Language: Thoughts on Language Learning: Teenager on Language Study

As usual, watch the video twice, read the transcript, then the translation, and then re-watch.  Though we have not yet covered all of the grammar used in the video, challenge yourself to spot as much familiar grammar and vocabulary as you can.  Can you identify language-related words?  Nouns in the ablative and/or accusative?  

Vocabulary Note
· In addition to the vocabulary from this Study Guide’s dialogues and grammar points, you should start mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 9.  
· You’ve just learned two  new cases – and you want to get comfortable using them as quickly as possible.  Practice making sentences with familiar vocabulary, but using the ablative and the accusative.  (“The bird is going from the tree,” etc.)
· Have you mastered this week’s language-related vocabulary? Explain to yourself in the mirror why you are studying Turkish.  Do you think it is difficult?  Why or why not?
· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

· Practice using each word in a sentence.
Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to role-play and participate in a dialogue in which you discuss nationalities and languages.  

Be sure you’ve memorized and are ready to use all the new, language-related vocabulary!
· Be prepared to describe your own language skills, background in language learning, and language learning goals, all in Turkish. 
· Be prepared to talk (in English) about how the ablative and the accusative case are used in Turkish, and to practice them (in Turkish) through exercises, dialogues and games.  
· Be prepared to ask and answer questions about where people are coming from.

· Be prepared to ask any questions that arise about the grammar you learned this week.
Homework for Tutorial

· Write a short paragraph similar to the one in Unit 9, Section 3 about the languages you speak, the language(s) you are studying, the languages you would like to learn, and why you would like to learn them.  Why are you studying Turkish?  (at least 12 sentences). 

· Write a dialogue similar to the one in Unit 9, Section 3, Nereden geliyorsun Orhan?  This dialogue should be at least 10 lines long.  Be sure to use the ablative at least 3 times!
· Write a dialogue in which two classmates debate which are the hardest and most rewarding aspects of learning Turkish.  This dialogue should be at least 12 lines long.  
· Write 10 sentences or questions using the accusative.
