Assignments for Independent Study

Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Can you still talk about abilities and job skills? Can you still talk about what sort of career you are interested in?  

· Step 2:  Are you still actively using the participle -(y)An?  How would you say, “The playing children finished their homework” in Turkish?  

· Step 3: Are you still comfortable describing people’s physical characteristics and personality traits?  Describe the looks and characters of the following individuals: the President of the United States; yourself; one of your parents. 
· Bonus!  What is the meaning of the Turkish proverb, “Son gülen iyi güler.”?  Can you think of an English equivalent?

· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogue in Unit 19, Section 7.
· Step 2: Speaking all parts aloud, complete the conversation drills in Uni 19, Section 7.

“Both…and” and “Neither…nor”

· Step 1: Study and memorize the new grammar and vocabulary in Unit 19, Seciton 8, learning how to use the correlative conjunctions:

Be sure to read all Turkish examples aloud.

· Step 2: Complete Translation Exercises A and B, and Exercises A and B in Unit 19, Section 8.  Memorize the list of adjectives at the end of Section 8.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a new dialogue similar to the one in Unit 19, Section 7, using the new vocabulary from this week.  Be sure to use  ne…ne de, ya…ya da  and hem…hem de.  This dialogue should be at least 15 lines long.
Simple, Derived and Compound Verbs
· Step 1: Study the usage of the simple, derived, and compound verbs in ET, Unit 19, Section 9.  Memorize any unfamiliar words.
Primary postpositions başka and beri , and the suffix +DIr
· Step 1: Work through Unit 19, Section 10, studying the usage of the primary postpositions başka, and beri and the suffix +DIr.  Remember to read all Turkish examples aloud.  
· Step 2: Complete the exercises in Unit 19, Section 10.
· Note: There is a catchy, popular Turkish song called Senden başka.  It’s not required, but you can find it online if you are curious!
· Step 3: Read aloud the text in Unit 19, Section 11.  Using a pencil, circle every use of beri or başka that you can find.  Memorize any new vocabulary.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a paragraph about Curiosity similar to the one on Boredom in ET, Unit 19, Section 11.

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue in which a family talks about their day over dinner.  Use beri, -dIr, başka at least 3 phrasal verbs.  This dialogue should be at least 15 lines long.    
Phrasal Verbs
· Step 1: What are phrasal verbs, and how are they formed and used in Turkish?  Study Unit 19, Section 12, and memorize the new grammar and vocabulary.  As always, read all Turkish examples aloud.  

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out Unit 19, Section 12, Translation Exercises A and B. 
Cultural Background and Grammar Reinforcement
· Step 1: Watch the CultureTalk Turkey video:
· Arts & Entertainment: Playing Music: Playing Live Music

Watch the video at least twice before you look at the transcription.  Try to follow the general meaning, even though some grammar and vocabulary will be unfamiliar.  Watch the video once more with the transcript before reading the translation.

· Step 2: Read aloud the passage in Unit 19, Section 13.

· Step 3: Complete the exercises D-H in ET, Unit 19, Section 14.

Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from the sections covered by this week’s Study Guide and the VBE 3.0 Occupations, you should finish mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 19.  

· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 30 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial. 

Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to role play a dialogue similar to the one in Unit 19, Section 7, in which you discuss what kind of employee you want to hire.
· Be prepared to participate in an activity using the both…and, either...or, and neither…nor correlative conjunctions you learned this week.
· Be prepared to discuss (in English) the difference between simple, derived and compound verbs in Turkish, and to give examples of each.
· Be prepared to participate in a game using beri, başka and +DIr.  
· Be prepared to discuss curiosity and boredom, and to role play a dialogue similar to the one in the passage in Unit 19, Section 11.
· Be prepared to discuss, give examples of, and practice using phrasal verbs.
