Making Plans: Invitations

· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogues in ET, Unit 21, Section 9, and memorize the various useful phrases listed throughout this section.
· Step 2: Complete the exercises and substitution drills in Unit 21, Section 9.
· Step 3: Complete VBE 2.0 Expressions.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Using your new vocabulary, write two new dialogues similar to the ones in Unit 19, Section 9.  In one dialogue someone should accept the invitation; in the other, it should be refused, with copious excuses.  These dialogues should each be at least 12 lines long.

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue in which a guest is graciously received, and offered all manner of refreshments.  This dialogue should be at least 10 lines long, and incorporate at least two verbal nouns. 

Verbal Nouns -mA and –(y)Iş

· Do you understand the difference between “I want to…” structures with –mAK and “I want [somebody] to…” sturcutres with –mA? 
The Relative suffix +ki

· Step 1: Step 2: Perform aloud and memorize the short Dialogue: Sözlüğü verir misin? at the end of Unit 21, Section 10.  Do you notice the suffix +ki?
· Step 2: Study and memorize how and when to use the relative suffix -ki in ET, Unit 21, Section 11.  Remember to read all Turkish examples aloud.

· Step 3: Complete exercises A and B in ET, Unit 21, Section 11.  Check your answers with the answer key.

· Step 4: To reinforce the grammar you’ve learned in this and the previous Study Guide, complete exercises A-I in ET, Unit 21, Section 22.  Check your answers with the answer key.

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a paragraph (at least 15 sentences) describing one of your favorite holiday or family traditions.  Be sure to use the verbal nouns –mA and –(y)Iş  at least 4 times, and the relative suffix –ki at least twice.

Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to role play conversations in which you invite friends, accept invitations, and politely decline invitations
· Be prepared to role play offering something (a glass of tea, etc.), accepting an offer, and politely declining an offer, using culturally appropriate expressions.
