Assignments for Independent Study

Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Go over the flashcards you made for Study Guide 34.  Are you still actively using all of these words?   Practice putting the verbs into the optative.  Make up three sentences using the relative suffix +ki.
· Step 2: Can you still apply for a job in Turkish?  How would you invite someone over for dinner?  How would you politely decline an invitation to the movies, explaining that you have too much work to do?   How would you offer or politely accept a glass of tea?
· Step 3: Are you still comfortable forming verbal nouns with –mA and –(y)Iş?
Talking About and Buying Books
· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogue and supplementary vocabulary in ET, Unit 22, Section 1. Complete the substitution drills and exercise that follow.
· Step 2: Listen to the dialogue in Unit 22, Section 2. Perform it aloud, memorize it, and complete the subsequent substitution drills.  
Pay special attention to the italicized adverbs of frequency
· FOR TUTORIAL: Use your new vocabulary and grammar to write a new dialogue about books similar to the one in Unit 22, Section 2. This dialogue should be at least 12 lines long.

· Step 1: Read aloud and memorize the adverbs of frequency in ET, Unit 22, Section 3.  Complete the exercise that follows. 
· Step 2: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogue in ET, Unit 22, Section 4, and complete the substitution drills.

· Step 3: Work through and memorize the time expressions in ET, Unit 22, Section 5, then complete Exercises A and B.  

Remember to read all Turkish examples aloud, and practice using each new time expression in a full sentence.

· Step 1: study the primary postpositions: önce and sonra in ET, Unit 22, Section 7, speaking each Turkish example aloud.
· Step 2: Watch the Turkish Grammar Videos:

· Step 3: Complete translation exercises A and B in Unit 22, Section 7.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write 12 pairs (24 total) of “before-and-after” sentences using önce and sonra.  Each sentence should also contain one of your new Adverbs of Frequency, Time Expressions and/or a verb derived with the suffix –lA.
(Ex.: Before I feed her, my cat generally meows.  After I feed her, she frequently goes to sleep.)

· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 33 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial.
