Assignments for Independent Study

Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Are you still comfortable discussing books, reading, and what sort of you do and do not like to read?  Imagine you are at a Turkish bookstore, and want to buy a small Turkish-English dictionary.  How would you ask about the book’s price, availability, location, appearance, and content?

· Step 2: Are you still actively using ALL of the adverbs of frequency and time expressions you learned last week?   Speaking aloud in Turkish, say how often you: brush your teeth, go to your Turkish tutorial, eat dinner, and take part in your favorite hobby. 
· Step 3: Can you still comfortably express ‘before’ and ‘after’ with önce and sonra? 
A Letter to a Friend
· Step 1: Read the letter in Unit 22, Section 8: Reading: Ankara’dan mektup var.  Notice the italicized words, and memorize any new vocabulary.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a newsy personal letter to a friend, real or fictional, similar to the one in Unit 22, Section 8.  This letter should be at least one full page long.  Use the adverbial suffix -(y)Ip at least 10 times.    
More Expressions with her and hiç
· Step 1: Study how to form and use new expressions with her and hiç in ET, Unit 22, Section 10. 
Practice using each new expression aloud in a full sentence.
· Step 2: Complete the exercises in Unit 22, Section 10.
· Step 3: Complete the exercises in Unit 22, Section 11: Listening.  Check your answers in the answer key.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a thank-you note.  This letter should be at least 10 sentences long, and use at least six new expressions with her and hiç.

Strengthening Reading Comprehension

· Step 1: Speaking aloud, read the the short passage in ET, Unit 22, Section 12, and answer the reading comprehension questions. 
· Step 2: Complete the VBE 2.0 Shopping Vocabulary.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue in which two friends compare their shopping habits.  Be sure to use her, hiç and your new vocabulary from the VBE 2.0 Shopping Vocabulary.  This dialogue should be at least 12 lines long.  Be prepared to act it out.   
The Adverbial Suffix –(y)Ip
· Step 1: Work through the grammar note in Unit 22, Section 13.  Memorize how and when to use the adverbial suffix -(y)Ip to join two clauses. .
· Step 2: Watch the CultureTalk Turkey video
· Work: Learning Occupations: Hairdresser

As always, listen to the videos twice before reading the transcription, and again before reading the translation.  Although some grammar and vocabulary will be unfamiliar, try to identify the topic of conversation and pick out some details. 
Can you spot when the speaker uses the adverbial suffix -(y)Ip?
· Step 3: Complete exercises A-J in ET, Unit 22, Section 14.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write 10 sentences using a variety of the new expressions with her and hiç. Use the adverbial suffix -(y)Ip in at least 5 of the sentences.
Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from the sections covered by this week’s Study Guide and in the VBE 2.0 Shopping Vocabulary, you should finish mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 22.  

· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

· Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 34 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial.
