Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Are you still comfortable participating in dialogues about real estate, including describing the kind of apartment you want and negotiating the lease?  
· Step 2: Can you still comfortably ask and answer questions about homes, dorms, and apartments?  Practice asking and answering questions about your own home.  
· Step 3: Are you still actively using the the future subject participle -(y)AcAk and the reflexive pronoun kendi?  Say aloud three sentences using each. 
Subject-Verb Agreement
· Step 1: Study subject-verb agreement in ET, Unit 23, Section 7, reading all Turkish examples aloud.

· Do you understand how agreement rules differ for human beings and animals vs. inanimate objects? Do you understand the difference in meaning between “Bunlar kitaplar” and “bunlar kitap”?
Word Order and Logical Stress

· After you read each Turkish example aloud, come up with your own example phrase or sentence.  
Choosing a Hotel Room

· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogue in ET, Unit 23, Section 9, and read the cultural note.
· Step 2: Memorize the supplementary vocabulary and useful phrases in Unit 23, Section 9, and complete the substation drills.

· Step 3: Watch the CultureTalk Turkey video:
· Places: Coastal Tourism: Domestic and Foreign Tourists 

Listen to the video twice before reading the transcription, and again before reading the translation.  Although some grammar and vocabulary will be unfamiliar, use context to decipher as much as you can.  Memorize unfamiliar vocabulary and expressions.  Jot down questions for your tutorial.

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write two dialogues similar to the one in Unit 23, Section 9: one in which the hotel is cheap, the other in which the hotel is luxurious. Each dialogue should be at 15 lines long.  Be sure to use -(y)ken and  -IncA at least five times in total.    Incorporate new vocabulary from (VBE) 3.0 Expressions      
Vocabulary note:

· Anchor your practical new vocabulary in what you see around you.  Can you name every item in your room in Turkish?

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases.

The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial.
